In case of conflict between board policy (including 8tedent Code of Condyand any
provisions of he Student Handbook, tipeovisions of board policy and ti&udent Code of
Conductare to be followed.

Please be aware that the Student Handbook is updated yearly, while policy adoption and revision
may occur throughout the year. The district encourpgemnts to stay informed of proposed

board policy changes by attending board meetings. Changes in policy or other rules that affect
Student Handbook provisions will be made available to students and parents through newsletters
or other communications. €Hdistrict reserves the right to modify provisions of the Student
Handbook at any time, whenever it is deemed necessary. Notice of any revision or modification
will be given as is reasonably practical under the circumstances.

Although the Student Handbookay refer to rights established through law or district policy, the
Student Handbook does not create any additional rights for students and parents. It does not, nor
is it intended to, create contractual or legal rights between any student or pariet disttict.

If you or your child has questions about any of the material in this handbook, pleasetbentact
campus principal.

Your childOs school will request that you provide contact information, such as your current
phone number andmail addressni order for the school to communicate items specific to your



child, your childOs school, or the district. If you consent to receive such information through a
landline or wireless phone, please ensure that you notify the schoolOs administration office
immediately upon a change in or disconnection of your phone number. The district or school
may generate automated orpeeorded messages, text messages, ctinealphone or enail
communication, so prompt notification of any change in contact informadlbhe crucial to
maintain timely communication with you. Standard messaging rates of your phone carrier may
apply. If you have specific requests or needs related to how the district contacts you, please
contact your childOs principal. PleaseSafely on pagers for information regarding contact

with parents during an emergency situation.

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SECTION I: PARENTAL RIGHTS

This section of th&ladewater 1ISO5tudent Handbook includes information related to certain
rights of parents as specified in state or federal law.

CONSENT, OPT-OUT, AND REFUSAL RIGHTS

Consent to Conduct a Psychological Evaluation

A district employee will not conduct a psychological examination, test, or treatment without
obtaining prior written parental consent unless the examination, test, or treatment is required
under state or federal law regarding requirements for specialteuoaby the Texas

Education Agency (TEA) for child abuse investigations and reports.

Consent to Display a StudentOs Original Works and Personal Information

Teachers may display studentsO work, which may include personally identifiable student
informaiton, in classrooms or elsewhere on campus as recognition of student achievement.

However, the district will seek parental consent before displaying studentsO artwork, special
projects, photographs taken by students, original videos or voice recordingshandriginal

works on the districtOs website, a website affiliated or sponsored by the district, such as a campus
or classroom website, and in district publications, which may include printed materials, videos,

or other methods of mass communication

Consentto Receive Parenting and Paternity Awareness Instruction if Student is
Under Age 14

A child under the age of 14 must have parental permission to receive instruction in the districtOs
parenting and paternity awareness program; otherwise, theadhitibt be allowed to

participate in the instruction. This program, developed by the Office of the Texas Attorney
General and the State Board of Education (SBOE), is incorporated into the districtOs health
education classes.

Consent to Video or Audio Rec ord a Student When Not Otherwise Permitted by
Law

State law permits the school to make a video or voice recording without parental permission for
the following circumstances:

¥ When itis to be used for school safety;

¥ When it relates to classroom instrctior a cocurricular or extracurricular activity;
¥ When it relates to media coverage of the school; or
¥

When it relates to the promotion of student safety as provided by law for a student
receiving special education services in certain settings.

The distri¢ will seek parental consent through a written request before making any other video
or voice recording of your child not otherwise allowed by law.

Prohibiting the Use of Corporal Punishment

Corporal punishmeft spanking or paddling the studBhnmay be used as a discipline
management technique in accordance with the Student Code of Condpotien&O(LOCAL)
in the districtOs policy manual.

If you do not want corporal punishment to be administered to your child as a method of student
discipline,please return the form included in the forms packet OR submit a written statement to
the campus pnicipal stating this decisionA signed statement must be provided each year if you
do not want corporal punishment to be administered to your child.

You may choose to revoke this prohibition at any time during the year by providing a signed
statement tohte campus principal. However, district personnel may choose to use discipline
methods other than corporal punishment even if the parent requests that this method be used on
the student.

NOTE: If the district is made aware that a student is in temporgrgmnanent conservatorship
(custody) of the state, through foster care, kinship care, or other arrangements, corporal
punishment will not be administered, even when a signed statement prohibiting its use has not
been submitted by the studentOs caregiveasmworker.

Limiting Electronic Communications with Students by District Employees

Teachers and other approved employees are permitted by the disisetdtectronic
communicatiorwith students within the scope of the individualOs professional siisifites.

For example, a teacher may set up a social networking page for his or her class that has
information related to class work, homework, and tests. As a parent, you are welcome to join or
become a member of such a page.

However,text messages iseto an individual student are only allowed if a district employee with
responsibility for an extracurricular activity needs to communicate with a student participating in
the extracurricular activity. The employee is required to include his or her iatmedpervisor

and the studentOs parent as recipients on all text messages.

If you prefer that your child not receive any eneone electronic communications from a
district employee or if you have questions related to the use of electronic mediaiby dist
employees, please contact the campus principal.

Objecting to the Release of Directory Information

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act, or FERPA, permits the district to disclose
appropriately designated Odirectory informationO from a chidd@ation records without

written consent. ODirectory informationO is information that is generally not considered harmful
or an invasion of privacy if released. Examples include a studentOs photograph for publication in
the school yearbook; a student@sie and grade level for purposes of communicating class and
teacher assignment; the name, weight, and height of an athlete for publication in a school athletic
program; a list of student birthdays for generating schoolwide or classroom recognition; a
studentOs name and photograph posted on a digipobved andmanaged social media
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platform; and the names and grade levels of students submitted by the district to a local
newspaper or other community publication to recognize the A/B honor roll for ficgeading
period. Directory information will be released to anyone who follows procedures for requesting
it.

However, a parent or eligible student may object to the release of a studentOs directory
information. This objection must be made in writinghe principal within ten school days of

your childOs first day afistruction for this school year.

The district has identified the following as directory informatigstudent name; address;

telephone listing; electronic mail address; photograph; adetglace of birth; major field of

study; degrees, honors, and awards received; dates of attendance; grade level; most recent
educational institution attended; participation in officially recognized activities and sports; and
weight and height of members athletic teams.If you object to the release of the student
information included on the directory information response form, your decision will also apply to
the use of that information for schespponsored purposes, such as the honor roll, school
newspaer, the yearbook, recognition activities, news releases, and athletic programs.

Objecting to the Release of Student Information to Military Recruiters and

Institutions of Higher Education (Secondary Grade Levels Only)

The district is required by federal law to comply with a request by a military recruiter or an
institution of higher education for studentsO names, addresses, and telephone listings, unless
parents have advised the district not to release their childOs information without prior written
consent. A formncluded in the forms packet &vailable if you do not want the district to

provide this information to military recruiters or institutions aftter education.

Participation in Third -Party Surveys
Consent Required Before Student Participation in a Federally Funded Survey,

Analysis, or Evaluation

Your child will not be required to participate without parental consent in any survey, analysis, or
evaluatiorN funded in whole or in part by the U.S. Department of Educitibiat concerns:

¥ Political affiliations or beliefs of the student or the studentOs parent.

Mental or psychological problems of the student or the studentOs family.

Sexual behavior or dttides.

lllegal, antisocial, selincriminating, or demeaning behavior.

Critical appraisals of individuals with whom the student has a close family relationship.

Relationships privileged under law, such as relationships with lawyers, physicians, and
ministers.

¥ Religious practices, affiliations, or beliefs of the student or parents.
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¥ Income, except when the information is required by law and will be used to determine the
studentOs eligibility to participate in a special program or to receive financialnassista
under such a program.

You will be able to inspect the survey or other instrument and any instructional materials used in
connection with such a survey, analysis, or evaluation. [For further information, see policy
EF(LEGAL).]

OOpting OutO of Participa tion in Other Types of Surveys or Screenings and the
Disclosure of Personal Information

As a parent, you have a right to receive notice of and deny permission for your childOs
participation in:

¥ Any survey concerning the private information listed abosgardless of funding.

¥ School activites involving the collection, disclosure, or use of personal information
gathered from your child for the purpose of marketing, selling, or otherwise digglosi
that information. NOTE: fis does not apply to the collewt, disclosure, or use of
personal information collected from students for the exclusive purpose of developing,
evaluating, or providing educational products or services for, or to, students or
educational institutions.

¥ Any nonemergency, invasive phyai@xamination or screening required as a condition
of attendance, administered and scheduled by the school in advance and not necessary to
protect the immediate health and safety of the student. Exceptions are hearing, vision, or
scoliosis screenings, any physical exam or screening permitted or required under state
law. [See policies EF and FFAA.]

As a parent, you may inspect a survey created by a third party before the survey is administered
or distributed to your child.

REMOVING A STUDENT FROM INSTRUCTION OR EXCUSING A STUDENT
FROM A REQUIRED COMPONENT OF INSTRUCTION

Human Sexuality Instruction

As a part of the districtOs curriculum, students receive instruction related to human sexuality.
The School Health Advisory Council (SHAC) is involved witle tselection of course materials
for such instruction.

State law requires that any instruction related to human sexuality, sexually transmitted diseases,
or human immunodeficiency virus (HIV) or acquired immune deficiency syndrome (AIDS)
must:

¥ Present abstence from sexual activity as the preferred choice of behavior in relationship
to all sexual activity for unmarried persons of school age;

¥ Devote more attention to abstinence from sexual activity than to any other behavior;

¥ Emphasize that abstinencehg only method that is 100 percent effective in preventing
pregnancy, sexually transmitted diseases, and the emotional trauma associated with
adolescent sexual activity;
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¥ Direct adolescents to a standard of behavior in which abstinence from sexual activity
before marriage is the most effective way to prevent pregnancy and sexually transmitted
diseases; and

¥ If included in the content of the curriculum, teach contraception and condom use in terms
of human use reality rates instead of theoretical laborattey.ra

In accordance with state law, below is a summary of the districtOs curriculum regarding human
sexuality instructionEsteem Abstinence Based Curriculum.

As a parent, you are entitled to review the curriculum materials. In addition, you may remove
your child from any part of the human sexuality instruction with no academic, disciplinary, or
other penalties. You may also choose to become more involved with the development of
curriculum used for this purpose by becoming a member of the districtOs $He&Se see the
campus principal for additional information.

Reciting a Portion of the Declaration of Independence in Grades 3 B12

You may request that your child be excused from recitation of a portion of the Declaration of
Independence. State law re@sgirstudents in social studies classes in grafEat® recite a

portion of the text of the Declaration of Independence during Celebrate Freedom Week unless
(1) you provide a written statement requesting that your child be excused, (2) the district
determnes that your child has a conscientious objection to the recitation, or (3) you are a
representative of a foreign government to whom the U.S. government extends diplomatic
immunity. [See policy EHBK(LEGAL).]

Reciting the Pledges to the U.S . and Texas Flag s

As a parent, you may request that your child be excused from participation in the daily recitation
of the Pledge of Allegiance to the U.S. flag and the Pledge of Allegiance to the Texas flag. The
request must be in writing. State law does not allow gbild to be excused from participation

in the required minute of silence or silent activity that follows. [Hedges of Allegiance and

a Minute of Silenceon pagéer2 and policy EC(LEGAL).]

Religious or Moral Beliefs

You may remove your chiltemporarily from the classroom if an instructional activity in which
your child is scheduled to participate conflicts with your religious or moral beliefs. The removal
cannot be for the purpose of avoiding a test and may not extend for an entire sefetter,

your child must satisfy gradevel and graduation requirements as determined by the school and
by state law.

Tutoring or Test Preparation

Based on informal observations, evaluative data such as grades earned on assignments or tests, o
resultsfrom diagnostic assessments, a teacher may determine that a student is in need of
additional targeted assistance in order for the student to achieve masterydiestddped

essential knowledge and skills. The school will always attempt to providantuémd strategies

for testtaking in ways that prevent removal from other instruction as much as possible. In
accordance with state law and policy EC, the school will not remove a student from a regularly
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scheduled class for remedial tutoring or tesppration for more than ten percent of the school
days on which the class is offered, unless the studentOs parent consents to this removal.

The school may also offer tutorial services, which students whose grades are below 70 will be
required to attend.

RIGHT OF ACCESS TO STUDENT RECORDS, CURRICULUM MATERIALS,
AND DISTRICT RECORDS/POLICIES
Instructional Materials

As a marent, you have a right to review teaching materials, textbooks, and other teaching aids and
instructional materials used in the curriculum, and to examine tests that have been administered
to your child.

You are also entitled to request that the schdowayour child to take home any instructional
materials used by the student. If the school determines that sufficient availability exists to grant
the request, the student must return the materials at the beginning of the next school day if
requested toaso by the childOs teacher.

Notices of Certain Student Misconduct to Noncustodial Parent

A noncustodial parent may request in writing that he or she be provided, for the remainder of the
school year, a copy of any written notice usually provided taenpeelated to his or her childOs
misconduct that may involve placement in a disciplinary alternative education program (DAEP)
or expulsion. [See policy FO(LEGAL) and tBéudent Code of Conduft

Participation in Federally Required, State -Mandated, and District Assessments

You may request information regarding any state or district policy related to your childOs
participation in assessments required by federal law, state law, or the district.

Authorized Inspection and Use of Student Records

A federal law, known as the Family EducationaltiRrggand Privacy Act, or FERPA, affords
parents and eligible students certain rights with respect to student education records. For
purposes of student records, an OeligibleO student is one who is age 18 or older or who is
attending an institution of postsondary education. These rights, as discussed in this section as
well as atObjecting to the Release obDirectory Information on pagel2, are:

¥ The right to inspect and review student records within 45 days after the day the school
receives a request faccess.

¥ The right to request an amendment to a student record the parent or eligible student
believes is inaccurate, misleading, or otherwise in violation of FERPA.

¥ The right to provide written consent before the school discloses personally identifiable
information from the studentOs records, except to the extent that FERPA authorizes
disclosure without consent.

¥ The right to file a complaint with the U.S. Department of Education concerning failures
by the school to comply with FERPA requirements. The reamdeaddress of the office
that administers FERPA are:

Both FERPA and state laws safeguard student records from unauthorized inspection or use and
provide parents and eligible students certain rights of privacy. Before disclosing any personally
identifiable information from a studentOs records, the district must verify the identity of the
person, including a parent or the student, requesting fibreriation.

Virtually all information pertaining to student performance, including grades, test results, and
disciplinary records, is considered confidential educational records.

Inspection and release of student records is primarily restricted tméneestudent or a
studentOs pareNtsvhether married, separated, or divofdashless the school is given a copy of
a court order terminating parental rights or the right to access a studentOs education records.

Federal law requires that, as soon as destreaches the age of 18, is emancipated by a court,
or enrolls in a postsecondary institution, control of the records goes to the student. The parents
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may continue to have access to the records, however, if the student is a dependent for tax
purposes ad under limited circumstances when there is a threat to the health and safety of the
student or other individuals.

FERPA permits the disclosure of personally identifiable information from a studentOs education
records, without written consent of tharent or eligible student, in the following circumstances:

When district school officials have what federal law refers to as a Olegitimate educational
interestO in a studentOs recoBihool officials would include board members and
employees, such alsd superintendent, administrators, and principals; teachers, school
counselors, diagnosticians, and support staff (including district health or district medical
staff); a person or company with whom the district has contracted or allowed to provide a
particular institutional service or function (such as an attorney, consultantpéuing

vendor that offers online programs or software, auditor, medical consultant, therapist,
school resource officer, or volunteer); a parent or student serving on a sanouttee;

or a parent or student assisting a school official in the performance of his or her duties
OLegitimate educational interestO in a studentOs records includes working with the
student; considering disciplinary or academic actions, the studes¢Dercan

individualized education program for a student with disabilities; compiling statistical

data; reviewing an educational record to fulfill the officialOs professional responsibility to
the school and the student; or investigating or evaluating gy

To authorized representatives of various governmental agencies, including juvenile
service providers, the U.S. Comptroller GeneralOs office, the U.S. Attorney GeneralOs
office, the U.S. Secretary of Education, TEA, the U.S. Secretary of Agriculaffe®s

and Child Protective Services (CPS) caseworkers or other child welfare representatives,
in certain cases.

To individuals or entities granted access in response to a subpoena or court order.

To another school, school district/system, or instituibpostsecondary education to
which a student seeks or intends to enroll or in which he or she is already enrolled.

In connection with financial aid for which a student has applied or which the student has
received.

To accrediting organizations to carmyt@ccrediting functions.

To organizations conducting studies for, or on behalf of, the school, in order to develop,
validate, or administer predictive tests; administer student aid programs; or improve
instruction.

To appropriate officials in conneati with a health or safety emergency.

When the district discloses information it has designated as directory information [see
Objecting to the Release of Directory Informationon pagel2 for opportunities to
prohibit this disclosure].

Release of persorglidentifiable information to any other person or agdheych as a
prospective employer or for a scholarship applic@ienll occur only with parental or student
permission as appropriate.
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Theprincipalis custodian of all records for currently enrolléaidents at the assigned school.
Thesuperintendens the custodian of all records for students who have withdrawn or graduated.

A parent or eligible student who wishes to inspect the studentOs records should submit a written
request to the records cusiad identifying the records he or she wishes to inspRetords may

be inspected by a parent or eligible student during regular school Adhesecords custodian

or designee will respond to reasonable requests for explanation and interpretatioe obrithe

A parent or eligible student who provides a written request and pays copying costs of ten cents
per page may obtain copies. If circumstances prevent inspection during regular school hours and
the student qualifies for free or redugaite mealsthe district will either provide a copy of the
records requested or make other arrangements for the parent or student to review these records.

A parent (or eligible student) may inspect the studentOs records and request a correction or
amendment if the records are considered inaccurate, misleading, or otherwise in violation of the
studentOs privacy rights. équest to correct a studentOs record should be submitted to the
appropriate records custodian. The request must clearly identify the part of the record that
should be corrected and include an explanation of how the information in the record is
inaccurate.If the district denies the request to amend the records, the parent or eligible student
has the right to request a hearing. If the records are not amended as a result of the hearing, the
parent or eligible student has 30 school days to exercise théaiglace a statement

commenting on the information in the studentOs record.

Although improperly recorded grades may be challenged, contesting a studentOs grade in a
course or on an examination is handled through the general complaint process fouiegt in pol
FNG(LOCAL). A grade issued by a classroom teacher can be changed only if, as determined by
the board of trustees, the grade is arbitrary, erroneous, or inconsistent with the districtOs grading
policy. [See FINALITY OF GRADES at FNG(LEGALReport Cards/Progress Reports and
Conferenceson pager4, andComplaints and Concernson page36 for an overview of the

process.]

The parentOs or eligible studentOs right of access to and copies of student records do not extend t
all records. Materials that are not considered educational réteuts as a teacherOsspeal

notes about a student that are shared only with a substitute féatheot have to be made

available to the parents or student.
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Teacher and Staff Professional Qualifications

You may request information regarding the professional qualificationsunfahildOs teachers,
including whether a teacher has met state qualification and licensing criteria for the grade levels
and subject areas in which the teacher provides instruction; whether the teacher has an
emergency permit or other provisional statusvihich state requirements have been waived; and
whether the teacher is currently teaching in the field of discipline of his or her certification. You
also have the right to request information about the qualifications of any paraprofessional who
may pra/ide services to your child.

STUDENTS WITH EXCEPTIONALITIES OR SPECIAL CIRCUMSTANCES

Children of Military Families

Children of military families will be provided flexibility regarding certain district requirements,
including:

¥ Immunization requirements.

¥ Grade level, course, or educational program placement.

¥ Eligibility requirements for participation in extracurricular activities.
¥ Graduation requirements.

In addition, absences related to a student visiting with his or her parent, including a stepparent or
legal guardian, who has been called to active duty for, is on leave from, or is returning from a
deployment of at least four months will be excused by the district. The district will permit no
more than five excused absences per year for this purpos¢heFabsence to be excused, the
absence must occur no earlier than the 60th day before deployment or no later than the 30th day
after the parentOs return from deployment.

Parental Role in Certain Classroom and School Assignments

Multiple Birth Siblings

As a parent, if your children are multiple birth siblings (e.g., twins, triplets, etc.) assigned to the
same grade and campus, you may request that they leel gliffter in the same classroom or in
separate classrooms. Your written request must be submitted no later than the 14th day after the
enrollment of your children. [See policy FDB(LEGAL).]

Safety Transfers/Assignments

As a parent, you may:

¥ Request théransfer of your child to another classroom or campus if your child has been
determined by the district to have been a victim of bullywigich includes
cyberbullying aglefined by Education Code 37.0832. Transportation is not provided for
a transfeto another campus. See Dr. CIliff Lightfo&dr information.
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¥ Consult with district administrators if your child has been determined by the district to
have engaged in bullying and the board decides to transfer your child to another
classroom or campud.ransportation is not provided for a transfer to another campus.

¥ Request the transfer of your child to attend a safe public school in the district if your
child attends school at a campus identifiedBA as persistently dangerous or if your
child has been a victim of a violent criminal offense while at school or on school
grounds. [See policy FDE.]

¥ Request the transfer of your chitwla neighboring distriaf your child has been the
victim of a sexal assault by another student assigned to the same campus, whether the
assault occurred on or off campus, and that student has been convicted of or placed on
deferred adjudication for that assault. If the victim does not wish to transfer, the district
will transfer the assailant in accordance with policy FDE.

Service/Assistance Animal Use by Students

A parent of a student who uses a service/assistance animal because of the studentOs disability
must submit a request in writing to thencipalbefore bringng the service/assistance animal on
campus.The district will try to accommodate a request as soon as possible but will do so within
ten district business days.

Students in the Conservatorship of the State (Foster Care)

A student who is currently in thenservatorship (custody) of the state and who enrolls in the
district after the beginning of the school year will be allowed cit®déxamination

opportunities outside the districtOs established testing windows, and the district will grant
proportionatecourse credit by semester (palrtredit) when a studenhnly passes one semester
of a twosemester course.

A student who is currently in the conservatorship of the state and who is moved outside of the
districtOs or schoolOs attendance boundaries, @ infi@lly placed in the conservatorship of

the state and who is moved outside the districtOs or schoolOs boundaries, is entitled to continue in
enrollment at the school he or she was attending prior to the placement or move until the student
reaches tl highest grade level at the particular school. In addition, if a student in grade 11 or 12
transfers to another district but does not meet the graduation requirements of the receiving

district, the student can request to receive a diploma from the psadisgtrict if he or she meets

the criteria to graduate from the previous district.

In addition, for a student in the conservatorship of the state who is eligible for a tuition and fee
exemption under state law and likely to be in care on the day predbdisgidentOs"38
birthday, the district will

¥ Assist the student with the completion of any applications for admission or for financial
aid;

¥ Arrange and accompany the student on campus visits;

¥ Assist in researching and applying for private or institusipansored scholarships;

¥ Identify whether the student is a candidate for appointment to a military academy;
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¥ Assist the student in registering and preparing for college entrance examinations,
including, subject to the availability of funds, arranging fer playment of any
examination fees by the Texas Department of Family and Protective Services (DFPS);and

¥ Coordinate contact between the student and a liaison officer for students who were
formerly in the conservatorship of the state.

Students Who Are Homeless

Children who are homeless will be provided flexibility regarding certain district provisions,
including:

¥ Proof ofresidency requirements;
¥ Immunization requirements;

¥ Educational program placement, if the student is unable to provide previous academic
records, or misses an application deadline during a period of homelessness;

¥ Creditby-examination opportunities;

¥ Theaward of partial credit (awarding credit proportionately when a student passes only
one semester of a twgemester course);

¥ Eligibility requirements for participation in extracurricular activities; and
¥ Graduation requirements.

If a student in grade 11 &2 is homeless and transfers to another school district but does not
meet the graduation requirements of the receiving district, the student can request to receive a
diploma from the previous district if he or she meets the criteria to graduate froneviwupr

district.

Federal law also allows a homeless student to remain enrolled in what is called the Oschool of
originO or to enroll in a new school in the attendance area where the student is currently residing.

A student or parent who is dissatisfiedthg districtOs eligibility, school selection, or enroliment
decision may appeal through policy FNG(LOCAL). The district will expedite local timelines,
when possible, for prompt dispute resolution.

Students Who Have Learning Difficulties or Who Need Special Education
Services

If a studentis experi@cing learning difficulties, his or hgrarent may contathe person listed
below to learn about the districtOs overall general education referral or screening system for
support services. This system links students to a variety of support options, inchadtimg a
referral for a special education evaluatid-or those students who draving dificulty in the

regular classroom, schools must constdasrial, compensatory, and other academic or behavior
support services that are available to all students including a process based on Response to
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Intervention (Rtl). The implementation of Rtl has the potential to have a positive impact on the
ability of districts to meet the needs of all struggling students.

A parent may request at an evaluation for special education services at any time.rif a pare

makes a written request to a school districtOs director of special education services or to a district
administrative employee for an initial evaluation for special education services, the school must,
not later than the 15school day after the dateet school receives the request, either give the

parent prior written notice of its proposal to evaluate the student, a copy of the Notice of
Procedural Safeguards, and the opportunity for the parent to give written consent for the
evaluation or must givéné parent prior written notice of its refusal to evaluate the student and a
copy of the Notice of Procedural Safeguards.

If the school decidet® evaluate the student, the school must complete the initial evaluation and
the resulting report no later thaf dchool days from the day the school receives a parentOs
written consent to evaluate the student. However, if the student is absent from school during the
evaluation period for three or more school days, the evaluation period must be extended by the
numbe of school days equal to the number of school days that the student is absent.

There is an exception to the 45 school day timeline. If the school receives a parentOs consent for
the initial evaluation at least 35 but less than 45 school days beforstthesteuctional day of

the school year, the school must complete the written report and provide a copy of the report to
the parent by June 30 of that year. However, if the student is absent from school for three or
more days during the evaluation peritte June 30due date no longer applies. Instead, the

general timeline of 45 school days plus extensions for absences of three or more days will apply.

Upon completion, the school must give you a copy of the evaluation report at no cost.

Students Who Receive Special Education Services with Other School -Aged
Children in the Home

If a student is receiving special education services at a campus outside his or her attendance
zone, the parent or guardian may request that any other stadieimg in the household be
transferred to the same campus, if the appropriate grade level for the transferring student is
offered on that campus. However, the district is not required to provide transportation to the
other children in the household. &parent or guardian should speak with the principal of the
school regarding transportation needs prior to requesting a transfer for any other children in the
home. [See policy FDB(LOCAL).]

Students Who Speak a Primary Language Other than English

A studer may be eligible to receive specialized support if his or her primary language is not
English, and the student has difficulty performing ordinary class work in English. If the student
qualifies for these extra services, the Language Proficiency AssdasSoramittee (LPAC) will
determine the types of services the student needs, including accommodations or modifications
related to classroom instruction, local assessments, andrsiatiated assessments.

Students with Physical or Mental Impairments Protected Under Section 504

A child determined to have a physical or mental impairment that substantially limits a major life
activity, as defined by law, and who does not otherwise qualify for special education services,
may qualify for protections under Sectioddof the Rehabilitation Act. Section 504 is a federal
law designed to prohibit discrimination against individuals with disabilities. When an evaluation
is requested, a committee will be formed to determine if the child is in need of services and
suppors under Section 504 to receive a free appropriate public education (FAPE), as this is
defined in federal law.

ABSENCES/ATTENDANCE

Regular school attendance is essential for a student to make the most of his or her 8dtacation
benefit from teacheled and school activities, to build each dayOs learning on the previous dayOs,
and to grow a an individual. Absences from class may result in serious disruption of a studentOs
mastery of the instructional materials; therefore, the student and parent should make every effort
to avoid unnecessary absences. Two stateNawe dealing with the retgred presence of
schootaged children in school, e.g., compulsory attendance, the other with how a childOs
attendance affects the award of a studentOs final grade or courbeanedit special interest to
students and parents. They are discussed below.

Compulsory Attendance

Age 19 and Older

A student who voluntarily attends or enrolls after his or her 19th birthday is required to attend
each school day until the end of the school year. If a student age 19 or older has more than five
unexcused absencisa semester, the district may revoke the studentOs enroliment. The
studentOs presence on school property thereafter would be unauthorized and may be considered
trespassing. [See policy FEA.]

Between Ages 6 and 19

State law requires that a student betwéhe ages of 6 and 19 attend school, as well as any
applicable accelerated instruction program, extended year program, or tutorial session, unless the
student is otherwise excused from attendance or legally exempt.

State law requires attendance in areterated reading instruction program when kindergarten,

first grade, or second grade students are assigned to such a program. Parents will be notified in
writing if their child is assigned to an accelerated reading instruction program as a result of a
diagnostic reading instrument.
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A student will be required to attend any assigned accelerated instruction program, which may
occur before or after school or during the summer, if the student does not meet the passing
standards on the state assessment forrtiisrograde level and/or applicable subject area.
Prekindergarten and Kindergarten

Students enrolled in prekindergarten or kindergarten are required to attend school and are subject
to the compulsory attendance requirements as long as they remain enrolled.

Exemptions to Compulsory Attendance

All Grade Levels

State law allows exemptions to the compulsory attendance requirements for several types of
absences if the student makes up all work. These include the following activitiesents:

¥ Religious holy days;

¥ Required court appearances;

¥ Activities related to obtaining U.S. citizenship;
¥

Documented healthare appointments for the student or a child of the student, including
absences for recognized services for students diagmatbedutism spectrum disorders,

if the student comes to school or returns to school on the same day as the appointment. A
note from the healteare provider must be submitted upon the studentOs arrival or return

to campus; and

¥ For students in the consetueship (custody) of the state,
o An activity required under a cowntrdered service plan; or

0 Any other courordered activity, provided it is not practicable to schedule the
studentOs patrticipation in the activity outside of school hours.

As listed in Sectin | atChildren of Military Families , absences of up to five days will be

excused for a student to visit with a parent, stepparent, or legal guardian who has been called to
duty for, is on leave from, or immediately returneahi certain deploymentgSee page0 for

that sectiorj.

Secondary Grade Levels

In addition, a junior or senior studentOs absence of up to two days related to visiting a college or
university will be considered an exemption, provided this has been authorized by the board under
policy FEA(LOCAL), the student receives approval from the campus principal, follows the
campus procedures to verify such a visit, and makes up any work missed.

An absence will also be considered an exemption if a student 17 years of age or older is pursuing
enlistment in a branch of the U.S. armed services or Texas National Guard, provided the absence
does not exceed four days and the student provides verification to the district of these activities.

Absences of up to two days in a school year will also be deresi an exemption for:
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¥ A student serving as an early voting clerk, provided the districtOs board has authorized
this in policy FEA(LOCAL), the student notifies his or her teachers, and the student
receives approval from the principal prior to the abseraes

¥ A student serving as an election clerk, if the student makes up any work missed.

An absence of a student in grad€sBfor the purpose of sounding OTapsO at a military honors
funeral for a deceased veteran will also be excused by the district.

Failure to Comply with Compulsory Attendance

All Grade Levels

School employees must investigate and report violations of the state compulsory attendance law.
A student absent without permission from school; from any class; from required special
programssuch as additional special instruction, termed Oaccelerated instructionO by the state; or
from required tutorials will be considered in violation of the compulsory attendance law and
subject to disciplinary action.

Students with Disabilities

If a student \ith a disability is experiencing attendance issues, the studentOs ARD committee or
Section 504 committee will be notified, and the committee will determine whether the attendance
issues warrant an evaluation, a reevaluation, and/or modifications todeet€s individualized
education program or Section 504 plan, as appropriate.

Age 19 and Older

After a student age 19 or older incurs a third unexcused absence, the district will send the student
a letter as required by law explaining that the district neapke the studentOs enrollment for the
remainder of the school year if the student has more than five unexcused absences in a semester.
As an alternative to revoking a studentOs enroliment, the district may implement a behavior
improvement plan.

Betwe en Ages 6 and 19

When a student between ages 6 and 19 incurs unexcused absences for three or more days or part:
of days within a fouweek period, the school will send a notice to the studentOs parent, as

required by law, to remind the parent that it is parentOs duty to monitor his or her childOs
attendance and to require the student to come to school. The notice will also inform the parent
that the district will initiate truancy prevention measures and request a conference between

school administraterand the parent. These measures will include a behavior improvement plan,
schootbased community service, or referrals to eithesahool or oubf-school counseling or

other social services. Any other measures considered appropriate by the distlsbwie

initiated.

The truancy preventiofacilitator for thedistrict is a campus administratolf you have
questions about your student and the effect of his or her absences from school, please contact the
campus administrator.

A court of law mayalso impose penalties against a studentOs parent if aaghddtudent is
deliberately not attending school. A complaint against the parent may be filed in court if the
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student is absent without excuse from school on ten or more days or parts oitkisya 8ix
month period in the same school year.

If a student ages £28 incurs unexcused absences on ten or more days or parts of days within a
six-month period in the same school year, the district, in most circumstances, will refer the
student to truacy court.

Attendance for Credit or Final Grade (Kindergarten  BGrade 12)

To receive credit or a final grade in a class, a student in kinderBgwragie 12 must attend at

least 90 percent of the days the class is offered. A studenattends at least 75 percent but

fewer than 90 percent of the days the class is offered may receive credit or a final grade for the
class if he or she completes a plan, approved by the principal, that allows the student to fulfill the
instructional requements for the class. If a student is involved in a criminal or juvenile court
proceeding, the approval of the judge presiding over the case will also be required before the
student receives credit or a final grade for the class.

If a student attends leshan 75 percent of the days a class is offered or has not completed the
plan approved by the principal, then the student will be referred to the attendance review
committee to determine whether there are extenuating circumstances for the absences and how
the student can regain credit or a final grade lost because of absences. [See policy FEC.]

All absenceswhether excused or unexcusedjstbe considered in determining whether a
student has attended the required percentage of dlaygketermining whetr there were
extenuating circumstances for the absences, the attendance committee will use the following
guidelines:

¥ If makeup work is completed, absences for the reasons listed alexenaptions to
Compulsory Attendancewill be considere@xtenuating kcumstancesor purposes of
attendance for credit or the award of a final grade

¥ A transfer or migrant student begins to accumulate absences only after héas she
enrolled in the district.

¥ In reaching a decision about a studentOs absences, the cemitlititempt to ensure
that it is in the best interest of the student.

¥ The committee will review absences incurred based on the studentOs participation in
boardapproved extracurricular activities. These absences will be considered by the
attendanceommittee as extenuating circumstances in accordance with the absences
allowed under FM(LOCAL) if the student made up the work missed in each class.

¥ The committee will consider the acceptability and authenticity of documented reasons for
the studentOs abses.

¥ The committee will corlsider whether the absences were for reasons over which the
student or the studentOs parent could exercise any control.

¥ The committee will consider the extent to which the student has completed all
assignments, mastered the eiséknowledge and skills, and maintained passing grades
in the course or subject.
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¥ The studenbr parent will be given an opportunity to present any information to the
committee about the absences and to talk about ways to earn or regaioraédfiail
grade

The student or parent may appeal the committeeOs decision to the board by following policy
FNG(LOCAL).

The actual number of days a student must be in attendance in order to receive credit or a final
grade will depend on whether the class is faullessemester or for a full year.

Official Attendance -Taking Time (All Grade Levels)

The district must submit attendance of its students to the TEA reflecting attendance at a specific
time each day.

Official attendance is taken every day duringgbeondnstructionalhour as required by state
rule.

A student absent for any portion of the day, including at the official attendakiog time,
should follow the procedures below to provide documentation of the absence.

Documentation After an Absence (All Gra de Levels)

When a student is absent from school, the stiXlapbn arrival or return to schddimust bring

a note signed by the parent that describes the reason for the absence. A note signed by the
student, even with the parentOs permission, will notdegd unless the student is age 18 or

older or is an emancipated minor under state law. A phone call from the parent may be accepted,
but the district reserves the right to require a written note.

The campus will document in its attendance records stildent whether the absence is
considered by the district to be excused or unexc®dE: Unless the absence is for a
statutorily allowed reason under compulsory attendance laws, the district is not required to
excuse any absence, even if the paremtiges a note explaining the absence.

DoctorOs Note After an Absence for lliness  (All Grade Levels)

Within threedays of returning to schqa student absent for more tHfanr consecutive days
because of a personal iliness must bring a statement froct@ dr health clinic verifying the
illness or condition that caused the studentOs extended absence fromQtawlise, the
studentOs absence may be considered unexcused and, if so, would be considered to be in
violation of compulsory attendance laws

Should the student develop a questionable pattern of absences, the principal or attendance
committee may require a statement from a doctor or health clinic verifying the illness or
condition that caused the studentOs absence from school in ordemiingetgrether the
absence or absences will be excused or unexcused.

Driver License Attendance Verification  (Secondary Grade Levels Only)

For a student between the ages of 16 and 18 to obtain a driver liweittes, parental
permision must be provided fahe Texas Department of Public Safd)PS)to access the
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studentCattendanceecordsand, in certain circumstances, for a school administrator to provide
the studentOs attendance information to DPS. A verification of enro{M@E) and attendance
form may be obtained from the office, which the student will need to submit to DPS upon
application for a driver license.

ACCOUNTABILITY UNDER STATE AND FEDERAL LAW (All Grade Levels)

Gladewater ISCand each of its campuses are helddrtain standards of accountability under
state and federal law. A key component of the accountability requirements is the dissemination
and publication of certain reports and information, which include:

¥ The Texas Academic Performance Report (TAPR)Herdistrict, compiled by TEA, the
state agency that oversees public education, based on academic factors and ratings;

¥ A School Report Card (SRC) for each campus in the district compiled by TEA based on
academic factors and ratings;

¥ The districtOs finant¢imanagement report, which will include the financial
accountability rating assigned to the district by TEA;

¥ Informationcompiled by TEA for the submission of a federal report card that is required
by federal law.

AWARDS AND HONORS (All Grade Levels)
To receive perfect attendance recognition, students in Grati2snist be present for every
period of every day school is in session.

BULLYING (All Grade Levels)

Bullying is defined in Section 37.0832 thfe Education Code as a single significant act or a

pattern of acts by one or more students directed at another student that exploits an imbalance of
power and involves engaging in written or verbal expression, expression through electronic
means, or physal conduct that:

¥ Has the effect or will have the effect of physically harming a student, damaging a
studentOs property;

¥ Or placing a student in reasonable fear or harm to the studentOs person or of damage to
the studentOs property;
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¥ Is sufficiently severgpersistent, opervasiveenough that the action or threa¢ates an
intimidating, threatening, abusive educational environment for a student.

¥ Materially and substantially disrupts the educational process or the orderly operation of a
classroom or swol; or

¥ Infringes on the rights of the victim in school.

Bullying is prohibited by the district and could include hazing, threats, taunting, teasing,
confinement, assault, demands for money, destruction of property, theft of valued possessions,
namecalling, rumorspreading, or ostracismBullying includes cyberbullyingCyberbullying is

defined by Section 37.0832 of the Education Code as bullying that is done through the use of any
electronic communication device, including through the use of a cetlutather type of

telephone, a computer, a camera, electronic mail, instant messaging, text messaging, a social
media application, an Internet website, or any other Intdrased communication tool.

If a student believethathe or she has experiendedllying, or has witnessed bullying of another
student, it is important for the student or parent to notify a teacher, school counselor, principal, or
another district employee as soon as possible to obtain assistance and intervention. The
administration willtake appropriate disciplinary action. Disciplinary or other action may be

taken even if the conduct did not rise to the level of bullying. The district will also contact the
parents of the victim and of the student who was found to have engaged utiytimg b

Available counseling options will be provided to these individuals, as well as to any students

who have been identified as witnesses to the bullying.

Any retaliation against a student who reports an incident of bullying is prohibited.

Upon therecommendation of the administration, the board may, in response to an identified case
of bullying, decide to transfer a student found to have engaged in bullying to another classroom
at the campus. In consultation with the studentOs parent, the stagledso be transferred to
another campus in the district. The parent of a student who has been determined by the district
to be a victim of bullying may request that his or her child be transferred to another classroom or
campus within the district.

for you to be aware of warning signs that could indicate a ofalg have been or is being

sexually abused. Sexual abuse in the Texas Family Code is defined as any sexual conduct
harmful to a childOs mental, emotional, or physical welfare as well as a failure to make a
reasonable effort to prevent sexual conduct withild. A person who compels or encourages a
child to engage in sexual conduct commits abuse. Itis illegal to make or possess child
pornography or to display such material to a child. Anyone who suspects that a child has been or
may be abused or negted has a legal responsibility, under state law, for reporting the

suspected abuse or neglect to law enforcement or to Child Protective Services (CPS).

Possible physical warning signs of sexual abuse could be difficulty sitting or walking, pain in the
genital areas, and claims of stomachaches and headaches. Behavioral indicators may include
verbal references or pretend games of sexual activity between adults and children, fear of being
alone with adults of a particular gender, or sexually suggesthevime. Emotional warning

signs to be aware of include withdrawal, depression, sleeping and eating disorders, and problems
in school.

A child who has experienced sexual abuse or any other type of abuse or neglect should be
encouraged to seek out a trussellilt. Be aware as a parent or other trusted adult that
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disclosures of sexual abuse may be more indirect than disclosures of physical abuse and neglect,
and it is important to be calm and comforting if your child, or another child, confides in you.
Reasure the child that he or she did the right thing by telling you.

As a parent, if your child is a victim of sexual abuse or other maltreatment, the school counselor
or principal will provide information regarding counseling options for you and your child
available in your area. The Texas Departmentarhify and Protective ServiceBEPS) also
manages early intervention counseling prograjie. find out what services may be available in
your county, sedexas Department of Family and Protective Servieesgrams Available in

your county.]

¥ The District shall include in the calculation of class rank grades earned in all high school
credit courses taken in graded4®, unless exadedbelow.

¥ The calculation of class rank shall exclude grades earned in or by correspondence
courses, local credit courses, credit by examination for acceleration or remediation, and
physical education.

¥ The District shall categorize and weight course&dsnced, Academic, Regular and
Basic as designated in the course catalog. The District shall convert semester grade points
in accordance with the weighted grade point chart published in the course catalog and
shall calculate a weighted GPA.

¥ When a studerttansfers grades for properly documented courses, the District shall
assign weight to those grades based on the categories and grade weight system used by
the District.

¥ For the purpose of determining honors to be conferred during graduation actiwties, th
District shall calculate class rank at the end of the fifthwasdek grading period of the
senior year. The average of the fourth and fiftaveeek grades shall be used as the
semester grade for this purpose. For the purpose of applications to orsititihigher
education, the District shall also calculate class ranking as required by state law. The
DistrictOs eligibility criteria for local graduation honors shall apply only for local
recognitions and shall not restrict class ranking for the purmiosgtomatic admission
under state lawFor further information, see policeIC (LEGAL)]
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¥ The valedictorian, salutatorian, and historian shall be the eligible students with the
highest, second highest, and third highest ranking, respectively. dimgisée for such
recognition, a student must have been enrolled in the DistrictOs high school his or her
entire junior and senior years, be enrolled as aifukk student (seven or more classes
each year), and have completed the Recommended Prograen or t
Advanced/Distinguished Achievement Program for graduation.

¥ A student completing all graduation requirements in fewer than eight semesters shall not
be eligible for valedictorian, salutatorian, or historian honors. An early graduate may be
ranked numbeone, two, or three in the class for class ranking purposes only. However,
the early graduate shall not be declared valedictorian, salutatorian, or historian but shall
be named as a member of the top ten percent of the graduating class.

¥ Beginning with studets who entered grade 9 in the 2a3lschool year, a new
graduation program is in effect. Therefore, class rank procedures may be adjusted by the
District based on the new graduation plan. As these decisions are made, the district will
make information aailable to the students affected by these changes.

CLASS SCHEDULES (Secondary Grade Levels Only)

All students are expected to attend school for the entire school day and maintain a class/course
schedule to fulfill each period of the day. Exceptions bwynade occasionally by the campus
principal for students in grade®I® who meet specific criteria and receive parental consent to
enroll in less than a fullayOs schedule.

COLLEGE AND UNIVERSITY ADMISSIONS (Secondary Grade Levels Only)

For two school years following his or her graduation, a district student who graduates in the top
ten percent and, in some cases, the top 25 percent, ofttés dess is eligible for automatic
admission into foulear public universities and colleges in Texas if the student:

¥ Completes the distinquished level of achievement under the foundation graduation
program (a student must graduate with at least one sgrdent and must have taken
Algebra Il as one of the four required math coursas);

¥ Satisfies the ACT College Readiness Benchmarks or earns at least a 1500 out of 2400 on
the SAT.

In addition, the student must submit a completed application for admiash@eaordance with

the deadline established by the college or univerditye student is ultimately responsible for
ensuring that he or she meets the admission requirements of the university or college to which
the student submits an application.

The Univesity of Texas at Austin may limit the number of students automatically admitted to 75
percent of the UniversityOs enrollment capacity for incoming resident freskhorestudents
who are eligible to enroll in the University during suemmer or fall 2018rm the University

will be admitting the topsevenpercent of the high schoolOs graduating class who meet the above
requirements Additional applicants will be considered by the University throadjolistic
review process.

Should a college or univetgiadopt an admissions policy that automatically accepts the top 25
percent of a graduating class, the provisions above will also apply to a student ranked in the top
25 percent of his or her class.

COLLEGE CREDIT COURSES (Secondary Grade Levels Only)
Students in grade$®2 have opportunities to earn college credit through the following methods:

¥ Certain courses taught at the high school campus, which may include courses termed dual
credit,Advanced Placement (AP), International Baccalaureate (IB), or college
preparatory;

¥ Enrollment in an AP or dual credit course through Texas Virtual School
Network[TXVSN];

¥ Enrollment in courses taught in conjunction and in partnershipositeges or
universities which may be offered on or off campus;

¥ Enrollment in courses taught at other colleges or universities; and
¥ Certain CTE courses.

All of these methods have eligibility requirements and must be approved prior to enrollment in
the course. Pleasee the school counselor for more information. Depending on the studentOs
grade level and the course, a stai@ndated endf-course assessment may be required for
graduation.

It is important to keep in mind that not all colleges and universities acesfit earned in all

dual credit or AP courses taken in high school for college credit. Students and parents should
check with the prospective college or university to determine if a particular course will count
toward the studentOs desired degree plan.

COMMUNICATION-AUTOMATED
Emergency

The district will rely on contact information on file with the district to communicate with parents
in an emergency situation, which may include-teak or automated messages. An emergency
purpose may include early dismas®r delayed opening because of severe weather or another

emergency, or if the campus must restrict access due to a security threat. It is crucial to notify
your childOs school when a phone number previously provided to the district is changed.

Nonemergency

Your childOs school will request that you provide contact information, such as your phone
number and-enail address, in order for the school to comioate items specific to your child,

your childOs school, or the district. If you consent to receive such information through a landline
or wireless phone, please ensure that you notify the schoolOs administration office immediately
upon a change in your phe number. The district or school may generate automated-or pre
recorded messages, text messages, otine@lphone or-enail communications that are closely
relatedto the schoolOs mission, so prompt notification of any change in contact informdtion wil
be crucial to maintain timely communication with you. Standard messaging rates of your phone
carrier may apply. If you have specific requests or needs related to how the district contacts you,
please contact your child@cipal. [See Safety apage75 for information regarding contact

with parents during an emergency situation.]

COMPLAINTS AND CONCERNS (All Grade Levels)

Usually student or parent complaints or concerns can be addressed informally by a phone call or
a conference with the teacher or principal. For those complaints and concerns that cannot be
handled so easily, the board has adopted a standard complaigtgadtNG(LOCAL) in the

districtOs policy manual. A copy of this policy may be obtained in the principalOs or

Should a parertdr student feel a need to file a formal complaint, the parent or student should file
a district complaint form within the timelines established in policy FNG(LOCAL). In general,

the student or parent should submit the written complaint form to the camipcipal. If the

concern is not resolved, a request for a conference should be serdgsisitent superintendent

If still unresolved, the district provides for the complaint to be presented to the board of trustees.

By law, each campus has a campus behavior coordinator to apply discipline management
techniques and administer consequences for certain student misconduct, as well as provide a
point of contact fortsident misconduct.

Disruptions of School Operations

Disruptions of school operations are not tolerated and may constitute a misdemeanor offense. As
identified by law, disruptions include the following:

¥ Interference with the movementpeople at an exit, entrance, or hallway of a district
building without authorization from an administrator.

¥ Interference with an authorized activity by seizing control of all or part of a building.

¥ Use of force, violence, or threats in an attempt togmeparticipation in an authorized
assembly.

¥ Use of force, violence, or threats to cause disruption during an assembly.
¥ Interference with the movement of people at an exit or an entrance to district property.

¥ Use of force, violence, or threats in an attetogrevent people from entering or leaving
district property without authorization from an administrator.

¥ Disruption of classes or other school activities while on district property or on public
property that is within 500 feet of district proper@lass disruption includes making
loud noises; trying to entice a student away from, or to prevent a student from attending,
a required class or activity; and entering a classroom without authorization and disrupting
the activity with loud or profane languageany misconduct.

¥ Interference with the transportation of students in vehicles owned or operated by the
district.
Social Events

School rules apply to all school social ever@iests attending these events are expected to
observe the same rules as stugeand a student inviting a guest will share responsibility for the
conduct of his or her guest.

A student attending a social event will be asked to sign out when leaving before the end of the
event; anyone leaving before the official end of the evehiwailbe readmitted.

The following general guidelines will apply for

graduation. Males will wear slacks, shirt, tie, and dress shoes. Females will wear dresses that are
no shorter than three inches above the knee, not strapless, not off the shoulder, and not with
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spaghetti straps. Sleeveless dresses will be permittedptioreewill be made on a cabg-case
basis as determined by the principal.

COUNSELING
Academic Counseling

Elementary and Middle/Junior High S  chool Grade Levels

The school counselor is available to students and parents to talk about the importance of
postsecondary education and how best to plan for postsecondary education, including appropriate
courses to consider and financial aid availabdity requirements.

In either grade 7 or 8, each student will receive instruction related to how the student can best
prepare for high school, college, and a career.

High School Grade Levels

High school tudents and their parents are encouraged to tatkansichool counselor, teacher, or
principal to learn more about course offerings, graduation requirements, and early graduation
procedures Eachyear, high schooktudents will be provided information on anticipated course
offerings for the next school year and other information that will help them make the most of
academic an€TE opportunitiesas well as information on the importance of postsecondary
education.

Theschoolcounselor can also provide information about entrance exams and application
deadlines, as well as information about automatic admission, financial aid, housing, and
scholarshipss these relate to state colleges and universities. The schosktmr can also

provide information about workforce opportunities after graduation or technical and trade school
opportunities, including opportunities to earn indusegognized certificates and licenses

Personal Counseling (All Grade Levels)

The schobcounselor is available to assist students with a wide range of personal concerns,
including such areas as social, family, emotiarahental healtiissues, or substance abuge

student who wishes to meet with thehoolcounselor shouldontact the techer or principal to

request to see the school counselas a parent, if you are concerned about your childOs mental

or emotional health, please speak with the school counselor for a list of resources that may be of
assistance.

COURSE CREDIT (Secondary Grade Levels Only)

A student in gradesE2.2, or in a lower grade when a student is enrolled in a high school credit
bearing course, Wikarn credit for a course only if the final grade is 70 or above. For-a two
semester (1 credit) course, the studentOs grades from both semesters will be averaged and credit
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will be awarded if the combined average is 70 or above. Should the studeribedaverage
be less than 70, the student will be required to retake the semester in which he or she failed.

CREDIT BY EXAMINATIONN If a Student Has Taken the Course /Subject (All
Grade Levels)

A student who has previously taken a course or subjest didnot receive credit or a final

grade for iN may, in circumstances determined by the principal or attendance committee, be
permitted to earn credit by passing an exam approved by the districtOs board of trustees on the
essential knowledge and skills defirfed that course or subject. Prior instruction may include,

for example, incomplete coursework due to a failed course or excessive absences,
homeschooling, or coursework by a student transferring from a nonaccredited school. The
opportunity to take an er@nation to earn credit for a course or to be awarded a final grade in a
subject after the student has had prior instruction is sometimes referred to as Ocredit recovery.O

The school counselor or principal would determine if the student could take aricexas
purpose. If approval is granted, the student must score at least 70 on the exam to receive credit
for the course or subject.

The attendance review committee may also offer a student with excessive absences an
opportunity to earn credit for a caer by passing an exam.

CREDIT BY EXAMINATION FOR ADVANCEMENT/ACCELERATION N If a
Student Has Not Taken the Course /Subject

A student will be permitted to take an exam to earn creddt academic course or subject area
for which the student has had no prior instruction, i.e., for advancement or to accelerate to the
next grade level. The exams offered by the district are approved by the districtOs board of
trustees, and state law tees the use of certain exams, such as College Board Advanced
Placement (AP) and College Level Examination Program (CLEP) tests, when applicable. The
dates on which exas are scheduled during the 2818 school year will be published in
appropriate disict publications and on the districtOs website. The only exceptions to the
published dates will be for any exams administered by another entity besides the district or if a
request is made outside of these time frames by a student experiencing honetedsnes

student involved in the foster care system. When another entity administers an exam, a student
and the district must comply with the testing schedule of the other entity. During each testing
window provided by the district, a student may atteangpecific exam only once.

If a student plans to take an exam, the student (or parent) must register with the school counselor
no later than 30 days prior to the scheduled testing date. [For further information, see policy
EHDC.]

Kindergarten Accelerat ion

In accordance with State Board rules, the Board shall approve procedures developed by the
Superintendent or designee to allow a child who is five years old at the beginning of the school
year to be assignediiially to grade 1 rather thanikdergarten. Criteria for acceleration may

include: scores on readiness tests or achievement tests that may be administered by appropriate
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District personnel, recommendation of the kindergarten or preschool the student has attended,
chronological age andoserved social and emotional development of the student, other criteria
deemed appropriate by the principal and Superintendent.

Students in Grades 1 Bb

A student in elementary school will be eligible to accelerate to the next grade level if the student
scoes80 percent or above on a critericaferenced test for the grade letebe skipped in each

of the following areas: language arts, mathematics, science, and social studies, a District
representative recommends that the student be accelerated andémée(s parent or guardian

gives written approval of the acceleration.

Students in Grades 6 P12

A student in grade 6 or above will earn course credit with a passing score of at least 80 on the
exam, a scaled score of 50 or higher on an exam administeoedh the CLEP, or a score of 3

or higher on an AP exam, as applicable. A student may take an exam to earn high school course
credit no more than twice. If a student fails to achieve the designated score on the applicable
exam before the beginning difet school year in which the student would need to enroll in the
course according to the schoolOs high school course sequence, the student must complete the
course.

DATING VIOLENCE, DISCRIMINATION, HARASSMENT, AND RETALIATION
(All Grade Levels)

The distri¢ believes that all students learn best in an environment free from dating violence,
discrimination, harassment, and retaliation and that their welfare is best served when they are
free from this prohibited conduct while attending school. Students agetexto treat other
students and district employees with courtesy and respect, to avoid behaviors known to be
offensive, and to stop those behaviors when asked or told to stop. District employees are
expected to treat students with courtesy and respect.

The board has established policies and procedures to prohibit and promptly respond to
inappropriate and offensive behaviors that are based on a personOs race, color, religion, gender,
national origin, disability, or any other basis prohibited by l&wcopy of the districtOs policy is
available in the principalOs office and in the superintendentOopfiit¢he districtOs website
http://www.gladewaterisd.coipsee policy FFH.]

Dating Violence

Dating violence oaars when a person in a current or past dating relationship uses physical,
sexual, verbal, or emotional abuse to harm, threaten, intimidate, or control the other person in the
relationship Dating violence also occurs when a person commits these actstagpérson in a
marriage or dating relationship with the individual who is or was once in a marriage or dating
relationship with the person committing the offen$ais type of conduct is considered

harassment if the conduct is so severe, persistepgreasive that it affects the studentOs ability

to participate in or benefit from an educational program or activity; creates an intimidating,
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threatening, hostile, or offensive educational environment; or substantially interferes with the
studentOs acadermperformance.

Examples of dating violence against a student may include, but are not limited to, physical or
sexual assaultmamecalling; putdowns threats to hurt the studetite studentOs family
membersor members of the studentOs houseklelstoying property belonging to the student
threats to commit suicide or homicide if the student ends the relatiptisi@ats to harm a
studentOs current dating partagiempts to isolate the student from friends and farsiblking

or encouraging othsrto engage in these behaviors.

Discrimination

Discrimination is defined as any conduct directed at a student on the basis of race, color,
religion, gender, national origin, disabiligge,or ary other basis prohibited by lailat
negatively affects thstudent.

Harassment

Harassmenin general terms, is conduct so severe, persistent, or pervasive that it affects the
studentOs ability to participate in or benefit from an educational program or activity; creates an
intimidating, threatening, hostile, offensive educational environment; or substantially

interferes with thetsdentOs academic performance.

Examples of harassment may include, but are not limited to, offensive or derogatory language
directed at a personOs religious beliefs or practices,askiercolor, or need for

accommodation; threateninigtimidating or humiliatingconduct; offensive jokes, narcalling,
slurs, or rumors; physical aggression or assault; graffiti or printed material promoting racial,
ethnic, or other negative stereoggp or other kinds of aggressive conduct such as theft or
damage to property.

In addition to dating violence as described above, two other types of prohibited harassment are
described below.

Sexual Harassment and Gender -Based Harassment

Sexual harassmeanhd gendebased harassment of a student by an employee, volunteer, or
another student are prohibited.

Examples of sexual harassment may include, but not be limited to, touching private body parts or
coercing physical contact that is sexual in nature;aeagvances; jokes or conversations of a
sexual nature; and other sexually motivated conduct, communications, or contact.

Sexual harassment of a student by an employee or volunteer does not include necessary or
permissible physical contact not reasonaloigstrued as sexual in nature, such as comforting a
child with a hug or taking the childOs hand. However, romantic and other inappropriate social
relationships, as well as all sexual relationships, between students and district employees are
prohibited, een if consensual.

Genderbased harassment includes harassment based on a studen'g@s gender, expression by the
student of stereotypical characteristics associated with the studentOs gender, or the studentOs
failure to conform to stereotypical behavior rethte gender.
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Examples of genddrased harassment directed against a student, regardless of the studentOs or
the harasserOs actual or perceived sexual orientation or gender identity, may include, but not be
limited to, offensive jokes, nammlling, slursor rumors; physical aggression or assault;

threatening or intimidating conduct; or other kinds of aggressive conduct such as theft or damage
to property.

Retaliation

Retaliation against a person who makes a good faith report of discrimination or harassment
including dating violence, is prohibited. Retaliation against a person who is participating in an
investigation of alleged discrimination or harassment is also prohibited. A person who makes a
false claim or offers false statements or refuses to catgpetith a district investigation,

however, may be subject to appropriate discipline.

Examples of retaliation may include threats, rumor spreading, ostracism, assault, destruction of
property, unjustified punishments, or unwarranted grade reductionswfuhtataliation does
not include petty slights or annoyances.

Reporting Procedures

Any student who believes that he or she has experienced dating violence, discrimination,
harassment, or retaliation should immediately report the problem to a testiwl counselor,
principal, or other district employedhe report may be made by the studentOs pd&ew
policy FFH(LOCAL) and (EXHIBIT)for otherappropriate district officials to whom to make a
report]

Upon receiving a report of prohibited conducta$ined by policy FFH, the district will

determine whether the allegations, if proven, would constitute prohibited conduct as defined by
that policy. If not, the district will refer to policy FFI to determine if the allegations, if proven,
would constitte bullying, as defined by law and that policy. If the alleged prohibited conduct, if
proven, would constitute prohibited conduct and would also be considered bullying as defined by
law and policy FFI, an investigation of bullying will also be conducted.

The district will promptly notify the parents of any student alleged to have experienced
prohibited conduct involving an adult associated with the district. In the event alleged prohibited
conduct involves another student, the district will notify theper of the student alleged to have
experienced the prohibited conduct when the allegations, if proven, would constitute a violation
as defined by policy FFH.

Investigation of Report

To the extent possible, the district will respect the privacy o$tilngent; however, limited
disclosures may be necessary to conduct a thorough investigation and to comply with law.
Allegations of prohibited conduct, which includes dating violence, discrimination, harassment,
and retaliation, will be promptly investigate

If a law enforcement or other regulatory agency notifies the district that it is investigating the
matter and requests that the district delay its investigation, the district will resume the
investigation at the conclusion of the agencyOs investigation.
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During the course of an investigation and when appropriate, the district will take interim action
to address the alleged prohibited conduct.

If the districtOs investigation indicates that prohibited conduct occurred, appropriate disciplinary
action, andin some cases, corrective action, will be taken to address the conduct. The district
may take disciplinary and corrective action even if the conduct that is the subject of the
complaint was not unlawful.

All involved parties will be notified of the outcaof the district investigation within the
parameters and limits allowed under the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA).

A student or parent who is dissatisfied with the outcome of the investigation may appeal in
accordance with policy FNG(LOAL).

DISTANCE LEARNING

All Grade Levels

Distance learning and correspondence courses include courses that encompass¢eistake
essential knowledge and K&ibut are taught through multiple technologies and alternative
methodologies such as mail, satellite, Internet, vidmderencing, and instructional television.

If a student wishes to enroll in a correspondence course or a distance learning coigsethat
provided through the Texas Virtual School Network (TxXVSN), as described below, in order to

earn credit in a course or subject, the student must receive permission from the principal prior to
enrolling in the course or subject. If the student da¢seteive prior approval, the district may

not recognize and apply the course or subject toward graduation requirements or subject mastery.

Texas Virtual School Network (TxVSN) (Secondary Grade Levels)

The Texas Virtual School Network (TxXVSN) has beeal@sthed by the state as one method of
distance learning. A student has the option, with certain limitations, to enroll in a course offered
through the TxVSN to earn course credit for graduation.

49.]In addition, for a student who enrolls in a TXVSN course for which aroéndurse (EOC)
assessment is required, the studemstrstill take the corresponding EOC assessment.

If you have questions or wish to make a request that your child be enrolled in a TXVSN course,
please contact the school counselor. Unless an exception is madehbgdhpal a student will
not be allowd to enroll in a TXVSN course if the school offers the same or a similar course.

If a student wishes to enroll in a correspondence course or a ditgantieg course that is not

EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITIES, CLUBS, AND ORGANIZATIONS (All

Student safety in extracurricular activities is a priority of the district. The equipment used in
football is no exception.

¥ A student who receives at the end of a grading period a grade below 70 in any academic
clasN other than a\dvancedPlacemeni{AP) or InternationaBaccalaureat@B)
course; or an honors or dual credit course in English language arts, mathematics, science
social studies, economics, language other than EngliSimay not participate in
extracurricular activities for at least three school weeks.

¥ A studentwho receives special education serviceswhd fails to meet the standards in
the individualized edud@an program (IEP) may not participate for at least three school
weeks.

¥ An ineligible student may practice or rehednsé may not participate in any competitive
activity.

¥ A student is allowed unlimited absences for extracurricular activities. The distliets
no distinction between absences for UIL activities and absences for other extracurricular
activities approved by the board.

¥ An absence for participation in an activity that has not been approved will receive an
unexcused absence.

Standards of Behavi or

Sponsors of student clubs and performing groups such as the band, choir, and drill and athletic
teams may establish standards of beh&Viacluding consequences for misbehafidhat are

stricter than those for students in general. If a violation tsalgolation of school rules, the
consequences specified by Biident Code of Conduot by board policy will apply in addition

to any consequences specified by the organizationOs standards of behavior.

Offices and Elections

Certain clubs, organizationand performing groups will hold elections for student officers.
These groups include:

* A student may be president of only two local organizations in a school year. If the student is
unable to fulfill the duties of president of each organization, the student may be required to
resign one of the offices. It is recommended that a club officer remain in office for the whole
year. (The positions of Head Cheerleader and Drum Major will be considered as the office

of president of the respective organizations.)

* A president of an organization may succeed the position one time.
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* A student must have attended GISD at least one year prior to being elected as an officer.

* An officer in any organization must have passed at least three credit courses during the
previous semester.

* A Student Council candidate for membership must maintain a C average the semester prior to
the election and pass at least five credit courses.

* An officer is expected to exert at all times the type of leadership, which is conducive to the
highest type of citizenship. Failure to do so will be reason for removal from office.

Class President Vice President Duties

The president presides at all formal meetings of the class. The president shall conduct a
brief business session at the beginning of the meeting for announcements and committee
reports. The vice president assumes control of the meeting in the absence of the

president.

Secretary Duties

The secretary records the minutes of the meeting, reads announcements, handles
correspondence for the group, and gives a report of the program to the principal when
required.

¥ Complete any locally required courses in addition to the courses mandated by the state;

¥ Achieve passing scores on certain-efitourse (EOC) assessments or approved
substitute assessments, unless specifically waived as permitted by state law; and

¥ Demonstrate proficiency, as determined by the district, in the specific communication
skills required by the State Board of EducaiiSBOE).

Testing Requirements for Graduation

Students are required, with limited exceptions and regardless of graduation program, to perform
satisfactorily on the following EOC assessments: English I, English I, AlgeBralogy, and

U.S. History A student who has not achieved sufficient scores on the EOC assessments to
graduate will have opportunities to retake the assessments. State law and state rules also provide
for certain scores on norneferenced national standardized assessments or on te stat

developed assessment used for entrance into Texas public universities to substitute for the
requirement to meet satisfactory performance on an applicable EOC assessment, should a student
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choose this option[See the school counselor for more informatorthe state testing
requirements for graduatign.

If a student fails to perform satisfactorily on an EOC assessment, the district will provide
remediation to the student in the content area for which the performance standard was not met.
This may requi participation of the student before or after normal school hours or at times of
the year outside normal school operations.

In limited circumstances, a student who fails to demonstrate proficiency on two or fewer of the
required assessments may still bgilkle to graduate if an individual graduation committee,
formed in accordance with state law, unanimously determines that the student is eligible to
graduate.

who wishes to attend a foyear university or college after graduation must carefully consider
whether this will satisfy the admission requirements of the studentOs desired college or
university.

Attainment
of the distinguished level of achievement entitles a student to be considered faatautom
admission to a public foryear college or university ifiexas, depending on his or her rank in

class. The school will review personal graduation plan options with each student entering grade
9 and his or her parent. Before the end of grade 9, a student and his or her parent will be
required to sign off on personal graduation plan that includes a course of study that promotes
college and workforce readiness and career placement and advancement, as well as facilitates the
transition from secondary to postsecondary education. The studentOs personal gpatuation

will denote an appropriate course sequence based on the studentOs choice of endorsement.

A student may, with parental permission, amend his or her personal graduation plan after the
initial confirmation.

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Students with Disabilities

Upon the recommendation of thenaidsion, review, and dismissal (ARD) committee, a student
with a disability who receives special education services may be permitted to graduate under the
provisions of his or her IEP and in accordance with state rules.

A student who receives special edima services and has completed four years of high school,

but has not met the requirements of his or her IEP, may patrticipate in graduation ceremonies and
receive a certificate of attendance. Even if the student participates in graduation ceremonies to
receive the certificate of attendance, he or she may remain enrolled to complete the IEP and earn
his or her high school diploma; however, the student will only be allowed to participate in one
graduation ceremony.

ARD committees for students with disabilities who receive special education services will make
instructional and assessment decisions for these students in accordance with state law and rules.
In order to earn an endorsement under the foundation progrstodent must perform

satisfactorily on the EOC assessments and receive no modified curriculum in the studentOs
chosen endorsement area. A student may still be awarded an endorsement when the student fails
to perform satisfactorily on no more than twoE&@ssessments but meets the other requirements

for graduation under state law.

Graduation Activities
Graduation activities will include:

Students who have met coursework requirements for graduation but have not yet demonstrated
satisfactoryperformance on endf-course assessments and have not been declared eligible to
graduate by an individual graduation committee, if applicable, will be allowed to participate in
graduation activities. However, please keep in mind that participating actiléies and

ceremonies is not synonymous with graduating. Ultimately, the final awarding of a diploma will
be contingent upon the studentOs completion of all applicable requirements for graduation.

Graduation Speakers

Certain graduating students wik lgiven an opportunity to have speaking roles at graduation
ceremonies.

HEALTH-RELATED MATTERS

Student lliness (All Grade Levels)

When your child is ill, please contact the school to let us know he or she wonOt be attending that
day. Itis important to remember that schools are required to exclude students with certain
illnesses from school for periods of time as identifredtate rules. For example, if your child

has a fever over 100 degrees, he or she must stay out of school uniiidevier 24 hours

without feverreducing medications. In addition, students with diarrheal illnesses must stay

home until they are diehea free without diarrhesuppressing medications for at least 24 hours.

A full list of conditions for which the school must exclude children can be obtained from the
school nurse.

If a student becomes ill during the school day, he or she must reeemesgion from the
teacher before reporting to the school nurse. If the nurse determines that the child should go
home, the nurse will contact the parent.

The district is also required to report certain contagious (communicable) diseases or ilinesses to
the Texas Department of State Health Services (TDSHS) or our local/regional health authority.
The school nurse can provide information from TDSHS on these notifiable conditions.
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Contact the school nurse if you have questions or if you are concernedvalether or not your
child should stay home.

Bacterial Meningitis (All Grade Levels)

State law requires the district to provide information about bacterial meningitis:

¥

What is meningitis?

Meningitis is an inflammation of the covering of the brain and $piora. It can be

caused by viruses, parasites, fungi, and bacteria. Viral meningitis is common and most
people recover fully. Parasitic and fungal meningitis are very rare. Bacterial meningitis
is very serious and may involve complicated medical,isakgoharmaceutical, and life
support management.

What are the symptoms?

Someone with meningitis will become very ill. The illness may develop over one or two
days, but it can also rapidly progress in a matter of hours. Not everyone with meningitis
will have the same symptoms.

Children (over 2 years old) and adults with bacterial meningitis commonly have a severe
headache, high fever, and neck stiffness. Other symptoms might include nausea,
vomiting, discomfort looking into bright lights, confusiondasieepiness. In both

children and adults, there may be a rash of tinypragle spots. These can occur
anywhere on the body.

The diagnosis of bacterial meningitis is based on a combination of symptoms and
laboratory results.

How serious is bacterial emingitis?

If it is diagnosed early and treated promptly, the majority of people make a complete
recovery In some cases it can be fatal or a person may be left with a permanent
disability.

How is bacterial meningitis spread?

Fortunately, none of the biaecia that cause meningitis are as contagious as diseases like
the common cold or the flu, and they are not spread by casual contact or by simply
breathing the air where a person with meningitis has.b€keay are spread when people
exchangeespiratory othroat secretionguch as by kissingoughing, or sneezing

The germ does not cause meningitis in most pedpktead, most people become
carriers of the germ for days, weeks, or even morithe bacteria rarely overcome the
bodyOs immune systendarause meningitis or another serious illness.

How can bacterial meningitis be prevented?

Maintaining healthy habits, like getting plenty of rest, can help prevent infection. Using
good health practices such as covering your mouth and nose when caughsrgeezing

and washing your hands frequently with soap and water can also help stop the spread of
the bacteria. 1tOs a good ideato share food, drinks, utensils, toothbrushes, or

cigarettes Limit the number of persons you kiss.
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There are vaccinesvailable to offer protection from some of the bacteria that can cause
bacterial meningitis.*The vaccinearesafe and effective (890 percent) Theycan

cause mild side effects, such as redness and pain at the injection site lasting up to two
days Immunity develops within seven to ten days after the vaccine is given and lasts for
up to five years.

Food Allergies (All Grade Levels)

The district requests to be notified when a student has been diagnosed with a food allergy,
especially those allergies that could resuli@mgerous or possibly lfreatening reactions

either by inhalation, ingestion, or skin contact with the particular food. It is important to disclose
the food to which the student is allergic, as well as the nature of the allergic reaction. Please
contact the school nurse or campus principal if your child has a known food allergy or as soon as
possible after any diagnosis of a food allergy.

The district has developed and annually reviews a food allergy management plan, which
addresses employee trainjrgaling with common food allergens, and specific strategies for
dealing with students diagnosed with severe food allergies. When the district receives
information that a student has a food allergy that puts the student at risk for anaphylaxis,
individud care plans will be developed to assist the student in safely accessing the school
environment.

Head Lice (All Grade Levels)

Head lice, although not an iliness or a disease, is very common among children and is spread
very easily through heat-head contact during play, sports, or nap time and when children
share things lig brushes, combs, hats, and headphones. If careful observation indicates that a
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student has head lice, the school nurse will contact the studentOs parent to determine whether the
child will need to be picked up from school and to discuss a plan for getimth an FDA

approved medicated shampoo or cream rinse that may be purchased from any drug or grocery
store. After the student has undergone one treatment, the parent should check in with the school
nurse to discuss the treatment used. The nursdsmoféer additional recommendations,

including subsequent treatments and how best to get rid of lice and prevent their return.

Notice will also be provided to parents of elementary school students in the affected classroom.

IMMUNIZATION (All Grade Levels)

A student must be fully immunized against certain diseases ompmas&nt a certificate or

statement that, for medical reasons or reasons of conscience, including a religious belief, the
student will not be immunized. For exemptions based on reasons of conscience, only official
forms issued by the Texas Department afeSHealth ServiceddSHS), Immunization Branch,

can be honored by the district. This fonmay be obtained by writing tH2SHS Immunization

Branch (MC 1946), P.O. Boxd9347, Austin, Texas 78743B47,or online atAffidavit Request

for Exemption from Immnization. The form must be notarized and submitted to the principal or
school nurse within 90 days of notarization. If the parent is seeking an exemption for more than
one student in the family, a separate form must be provided for each student.

The imnunizations required are: difhteria, tetanus, and pertussis; rubdolaasleg, mumps,

and rubella; polio; hepatitis A; hepatitis B; varicella (chicken pox); and meningococcal. The
school nurse can provide information on-ag@ropriate doses or on arcaptable physician
validated histry of iliness required by tHeSHS. Proof of immunization may be established by
personal records from a licensed physician or public health clinic with a signature or rubber
stamp validation.

If a student should not be munized for medical reasons, the student or parent must present a
certificate signed by a U.S. registered and licensed physician stating that, in the doctorOs opinion,
the immunization required is medically contraindicated or poses a significant rigkhiedth
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and weltbeing of the student or a member of the studentOs family or household. This certificate
must be renewed yearly unless the physician specifies a lifelong condition.

As noted aBacterial Meningitis, entering college students must alsahvimited exception,

furnish evidence of having received a bacterial meningitis vaccination within the five years prior
to enrolling in and attending classes at an institution of higher education. A student wanting to
enroll in a dual credit course takeff campus may be subject to this requirement.

The principal ordinarily will make reasonable efforts to naotifg parents unless the
interviewer raises what the principal considers to be a valid objection.

Students Taken Into Custody

Statelaw requires the district to permit a student to be taken into legal custody:

Before a student is released to a law enforcement officer or other legally authorized person, the
principal will verify the officerOs identity and, to the best of his or her ability, will verify the
officialOs authority to take custody of the student.

The principal will immediately notify the superintendent and will ordinarily attempt to notify the
parent unless the officer or other authorized person raises what the principal considers to be a
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valid objection to notifying the parent8ecause the principal does not have the authority to
prevent or delay a studentOs release to a law enforcement officer, any notification will most likely
be after the fact.

Notification of Law Violations

LEAVING CAMPUS (All Grade Levels)

Please rememberdhstudent attendance is crucial to learning. We ask that appointments be
scheduled outside of school hours as much as reasonably possible. Also note that picking up a
child early on a regular basis results in missed opportunities for learning. Uwgsstipal

has granted approval because of extenuating circumstances, a student will not regularly be
released before the end of the school day.

State rules require that parental consent be obtained before any student is allowed to leave
campus for anyaut of the school day. The district has put the following procedures in place in
order to document parental consent:

¥ For students in elementary and middle school, a parent or otherwise authorized adult
must come to the office and sign the student owtad®l be prepared to show
identification. Once an identity is verified, a campus representative will then call for the
student or collect the student and bring him or her to the office. For safety purposes and
stability of the learning environment, we oat allow you to go to the classroom or other
area unescorted to pick up the student. If the student returns to campus the same day, the
parent or authorized adult must sign the student back in through the main office upon the
studentOs return. Documéiotaregarding the reason for the absence will also be
required.

¥ For students in high school, the same process will be followed. If the studentOs parent
will authorize the student to leave campus unaccompanied, a note provided by the parent
must be submiiéd to the main office in advance of the absence, no later than two hours
prior to the studentOs need to leave campus. A phone call received from the parent may
be accepted, but the school may ultimately require a note to be submitted for
documentation pposes. Once the office has received information that the studentOs
parent consents to the student leaving campus, a pass will be issued to the student to hand
to his or her teacher with the necessary information. The student must sign out through
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the man office and sign in upon his or her return, if the student returns the same day. If a
student is 18 years of age or is an emancipated minor, the student may produce a note on
his or her own behalf. Documentation regarding the reason for the absdri wil

required.

¥ If a student becomes ill during the school day and the school nurse or other district
personnel determines that the student should go home, the nurse will contact the studentOs
parent and document the parentOs wishes regarding releasehivoin §/nless directed
by the parent to release the student unaccompanied, the parent or other authorized adult
must follow the sigrout procedures as listed above. If a student is allowed to leave
campus by himself or herself, as permitted by the st@geparent, or if the student is age
18 or is an emancipated minor, the nurse will document the time of day the student was
released. Under no circumstances will a child in elementary or middle school be released
unaccompanied by a parent or adult auttestiby the parent.

During Lunch
All campuses are closed campuses and no students are allowed to leave during lunch without a
parent.

At Any Other Time During the School Day

Students are not authorized to leave campus during regular school hours foreamgastbn,
except with the permission of the principal.

The library is a learning laboratory with books, computers, magazines, and other materials
available for classroom assignments, projects, and reading or listening pleasure. The library is
open for independent student use during the following times with a teacher permit:

Meetings of Noncurriculum -Related Groups (Secondary Grade Levels Only)

Student-organized, studeréd noncurriculurrrelated groups are permitted to meet during the
hours designated by the principal before and after scHdwse groups must comply with the
requirements of policy FNAB(LOCAL).

SEARCHES

In the interest of promoting student safety and attempting to ensure that schools are safe and drug
free, district officials may from time to time conduct searclfsch searches are conducted
without a warrant and geermitted by law.

StudentsO desks and lockers are school property and remain under the control and jurisdiction of
the school even when agsed to an individual student.

Students are fully responsible for thecurity and contents of their assigned desks and lockers.
Students must be certain that their lockers are locked, and that the combinations are not available
to others.

Searches of desks or lockers may be conducted at any time there is reasonaima soispic
believe that they contain articles or materials prohibited by policy, whether or not a student is
present.

The parent will be notified if any prohibited items are found in the studentOs desk or locker.
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Telecommunications and Other Electronic Devices (All Grade Levels)

Any searches of personal telecommunications or other personal electronic devices will b
conducted in accordance with law, and the device may be confiscated in order to perform a
lawful search A confiscated device may be turned over to law enforcement to determine
whether a crime has been committed.

The district will conduct random testing approximately six times per year. Approxineely

There shall be no academic or
disciplinary consequences for a positive druguesier these procedures. The only penalty for a
positive drug test under this policy shall be curtailment or loss of the privilege to participate in
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extracurricular activities. Extracurricular coaches and sponsors will provide students and parents
with further information including the offense sanctions.

TSI (Texas Success Initiative) Assessment

Prior to enroliment in a Texas publiollege or university, most students must take a

standardized tesialled the Texas Success Initiative (TSI) assessment. The purpose of the TSI
assessment is to assess the reading, mathematics, and writing skills that entering-feagiimen
students shodlhave if they are to perform effectively in undergraduate certificate or degree
programs in Texas public colleges and universities. This assessment may be required before a
student enrolls in a dual credit course offered through the district as wélievikg certain
benchmark scores on this assessment for college readiness may also waive ceofatoerses
assessment requirements in limited circumstances.

Visits to individual classrooms during instructional time are permitted only with approval of the
principal and teacher and only so long as their duratidrequency does not interfere with the
delivery of instruction or disrupt the normal school envinent Even if the visit is approved

prior to the visitorOs arrival, the individual must check in at the main office first.

All visitors are expected to demonstrate the highest standards of courtesy and conduct; disruptive
behavior will not be permitted.
Unauthorized Persons

In accordance with Education Code 37.105, a school administrator, school resource officer
[SRO], or district police officer has the authority to refuse entry or eject a person from district
property if the person refuses to leave pabbeon request and

¥ The person poses a substantial risk of harm to any person; or

¥ The person behaves in a manner that is inappropriate for a school setting and the person
persists in the behavior after being given a verbal warning that the behavior is
inappropriate and may result in refusal or entry or ejection.

Accelerated instructionis an intensive supplemental program designed to address the needs of
an individual student in acquiring the knowledge and skills required at his or her grade level
and/or as a result of a student not meeting the passing standard omzastddéed assement.

ACT -Aspire refers to an assessment that took the place of-Rlam and is designed as a
preparatory and readiness assessment for the ACT. This is usually taken by students in grade 10.

ARD is the admission, review, and dismissal committee convened for each student who is
identified as needing a full anddividual evaluation for special education services. The eligible
student and his or her parents are members of the committee.

Attendancer eviewcommittee is responsible for reviewing a studentOs absences when the
studentOs attendance drops below 90 percent, or in some cases 75 percent, of the days the class i
offered. Under guidelines adopted by the board, the committee will determine whether there
wereextenuating circumstances for the absences and whether the student needs to complete
certain conditions to master the course and regain credit or a final grade lost because of absences.

DAEP stands for disciplinary alternative education program, a pladdiorestudents who have
violated certain provisions of ti&tudent Code of Conduct

EOC assessmentare enebf-course tests, which are statendated, and are part of the STAAR
program Successful performance on EOC assessnagatequired for graduationThese
exams will be given in English I, English I, Algebra I, Biology, &h&. History.

ESSAIis thefederalEvery Student Succeeds Act passed by in December 2015.

FERPA refers to the federal Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act that grantsspecif

privacy protections to student records. The law contains certain exceptions, such as for directory
information, unless a studentOs parent or a student 18 or older directs the school not to release
directory information.

IEP is the written record of thiedividualized education program prepared by the ARD

committee for a student with disabilities who is eligible for special education services. The IEP
contains several parts, such as a statement of the studentOs present educational performance; a
statemat of measurable annual goals, with skertn objectives; the special education and

related services and supplemental aids and services to be provided, and program modifications or
support by school personnel; a statement regarding how the student@ssilbbe measured

and how the parents will be kept informed; accommodations for stdistiact widetests;

whether successful completion of statandated assessments is required for graduation, etc.

IGC is the individual graduation committee, formacdaccordance with state law, to determine a
studentOs eligibility to graduate when the student has failed to demonstrate satisfactory
performance on no more than two of the required state assessments.

PGP stands folPersonal Graduation Plamhich is required forilgh school student@nd for any
student in middle school who fails a section on a statedated test or is identified by the
district as not likely to earn a high school diploma before the fifth school year after he or she
begins grade 9.

PSAT is thepreparatory and readiness assessment for the SAT.

SAT refers to one of the two most frequently used college or university admissions exams: the
Scholastic Aptitude Test. The test may be a requirement for admissions to certain colleges or
universities.

SHAC stands for School Health Advisory Couneilgroup of at least five members, a majority
of whom must be parents, appointed by the school board to assist the district in ensuring that
local community values and health issues are reflected in the @sthietalth education

instruction along with providing assistance with other student and employee wellness issues

Section 504is the federal law that prohibits discrimination against a student with a disability,
requiring schools to provide opportunities £qual services, programs, and participation in

activities. Unless the student is determined to be eligible for special education services under the
Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA), general education with appropriate
instructional acommodations will be provided.

STAAR is the State of Texas Assessments of Academic Readiness, the stateOs system of
standardized academic achievement assessments

STAAR Alternate 2 is an alternative statmandated assessment designed for students with
sevee cognitive disabilities receiving special education services who meet the participation
requirements, as determined by the studentOs ARD committee.

STAAR Spanishis an alternative statmandated assessmeiministered to eligible students
for whom a Spaish version of STAAR is the most appropriate measure of their academic
progress.

State-mandated assessmentre required of students at certain grade levels and in specified
subjects. Successful performance sometimes is a condition of promotion, sind faes

STAAR EOC assessments is a condition of graduation. Students have multiple opportunities to
take the tests if necessary for promotion or graduation.

Student Code of Conductis developed with the advice of the distlietel committee and
adoptedby the board and identifies the circumstances, consistent with law, when a student may
be removed from a classroom, campus, or district vehicle. It also sets out the conditions that
authorize or require the principal or another administrator to placdutient in a DAEP. It

outlines conditions for otdf-school suspension and for expulsion. Bhadent Code of
Conductalso addresses notice to the parent regarding a studentOs violation of one of its
provisions.

TELPAS stands for the Texas English Langadroficiency Assessment System, which
assesses the progress that English language learners make in learning the English language, and
is administered for those who meet the participation requirements in kindeBgaaida 12.

Acceptable Use Agreement for Technology Services for Students

General Information

A variety of technology resources are available to students of Gladewater Independent School District
(GISD). Our goal in providing these resources is to promote educational excellence and to support the
educational objectives of the district. These resources include, but are not limited to, technology devices,
software, online programs, and networking equipment.

These guidelines are provided to inform students and parents of the responsibilities students accept when
they use technology resources provided by the district. Students and their parents/guardians are
expected to review and abide by the guidelines outlined in this policy. Access to these services requires
efficient, ethical and legal utilization of technology resources. Students are responsible for their actions
while using these resources and for the contents of their data files. Students should have no expectation
of privacy of any information stored or accessed from these resources.

Internet Safety

GISD has taken measures to block and/or filter access to undesirable or inappropriate websites. Although
these protection measures are in place, it is impossible to filter all undesirable and inappropriate sites.
Should a student access a site that is inappropriate, dangerous, threatening, or makes them feel
uncomfortable; they should notify their Site Technology Coordinator, teacher or Principal immediately so
the site can be added to the districtOs Internet filtering software. Iraddition, the district will take
appropriate measures to educate, supervise and monitor usage of online activities in accordance to the
ChildrenOs Internet Protection Act (CIPA) and the Protecting Children in the 21st Century Act.

Student Expectations Reg arding the Use of Technology Resources

Students are required to:

I Access resources only when supervised or granted permission by a teacher or campus/district
administrator.

! Login to the network using only their own unique login ID and password.

I Request a new password if they suspect their login information has been compromised.

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Student Code of Conduct

Purpose

The Student Code of Conduct (“Code”) is the district’s response to the requirements of Chapter
37 of the Texas Education Code.

The Code provides methods and options for managing students in the classroom and on school
grounds, disciplining students, and preventing and intervening in student discipline problems.

The law requires the district to define misconduct that may—or must—result in a range of
specific disciplinary consequences including removal from a regular classroom or campus, out-
of-school suspension, placement in a disciplinary alternative education program (DAEP),
placement in a juvenile justice alternative education program (JJAEP), or expulsion from school.

This Student Code of Conduct has been adopted by the Gladewater ISD Board of Trustees and
developed with the advice of the district-level committee. This Code provides information to
parents and students regarding standards of conduct, consequences of misconduct, and
procedures for administering discipline. It remains in effect during summer school and at all
school-related events and activities outside the school year until an updated version adopted by
the board becomes effective for the next school year.

In accordance with state law, the Code shall be posted at each school campus or shall be
available for review at the office of the campus principal. Additionally, the Code shall be
available at the office of the campus behavior coordinator and posted on the district’s website.
Parents shall be notified of any conduct violation that may result in a student being suspended,
placed in a DAEP or JJAEP, expelled, or taken into custody by a law enforcement officer under
Chapter 37 of the Education Code.

Because the Student Code of Conduct is adopted by the district’s board of trustees, it has the
force of policy; therefore, in case of conflict between the Code and the Student Handbook, the
Code shall prevail.

Pleasenote: The discipline of students with disabilities who are eligible for services under
federal law (Individuals with Disabilities Education Act and Section 504 of the Rehabilitation
Act of 1973) is subject to the provisions of those laws.



School District Authority and Jurisdiction

Campus Behavior Coordinator

As required by law, a person at each campus must be designated to serve as the campus behavior
coordinator. The designated person may be theg@pal of the campus or any other campus
administrator selected by the principdlhe campus behavior coordinator is primarily

responsible for maintaining student disciplirihe district maintains a current list of the persons
serving as a campus behavcoordinator in th&tudentHandbook or on the districtOs website at

http://www.gladewaterisd.com

School rules and the authority of the district to administer discipline apply whenever the interest
of the distict is involved, on or off school grounds, in conjunction with or independent of classes
and schoekponsored activities.

The district has disciplinary authority over a student:

1. During the regular school day and while the student is going to and from sclzoo
schoolsponsored or schootlated activity on district transportation;

2. During lunch periods in which a student is allowed to leave campus;

3. While the student is in attendance at any schelated activity, regardless of time or
location;

4. For any shoolrelated misconduct, regardless of time or location;

5. When retaliation against a school employee, board member, or volunteer occurs or is
threatened, regardless of time or location;

6. When criminal mischief is committed on or off school property or ahadrelated
event;

7. For certain offenses committed within 300 feet of school property as measured from any
point on the schoolOs real property boundary line;

8. For certain offenses committed while on school property or while attending a-school
sponsored aschootrelated activity of another district in Texas;

9. When the student commits a felony, as provided by Education Code 37.006 or 37.0081,
and

10.When the student is required to register as a sex offender.

The district has the right to search a vehicle drigeschool by a student and parked on school
property whenever there is reasonable cause to believe it contains articles or materials prohibited
by the district.

The district has the right to search a studentOs locker or desk when there is reasonable cause
believe it contains articles or materials prohibited by the district.



School District Authority and Jurisdiction

Reporting Crimes

Theprincipal and other school administrators as appropriate shall report crimes as required by
law and shall call local law enforcement when an administsaigpects that a crime has been
committed on campus.

“Parent” Defined

Throughout the Code of Conduct and related discipline policies, the term OparentO includes a
parent, legal guardian, or other person having lawful control of the child.

Participating in Graduation Activities

The district has the right to limit a studentOs participation in graduation activities for violating the
districtOs Code.

Participation might include a speaking role, as established by district policy and procedures.

Students eligike to give the opening and closing remarks at graduation shall be notified by the
campus principalNotwithstanding any other eligibility requirements, in order to be considered
as an eligible student to give the opening or closing remarks, a studénosthave engaged in
any misconduct in violation of the districtOs Code resulting in anf-@ehool suspension,
removal to a DAEP, or expulsion during the semester immediately preceding graduation.

The valedictorian and salutatorian may also havalspg roles at graduatiorho student shall

be eligible to have such a speaking role if he or she engaged in any misconduct in violation of
the districtOs Code resulting in an-ofsschool suspension, removal to a DAEP, or expulsion
during the semestemmediately preceding graduation.

These rules may be posted in classrooms or given to the student and may or may not constitute
violations of the Code.



Discipline Management Techniques

Disciplineshall be designed to improve conduct and to encourage students to adhere to their
responsibilities as members of the school commurdgciplinary action shall draw on the
professional judgment of teachers and administrators and on a range of discgiagement
techniques, including restorative discipline practidescipline shall be correlated to the
seriousness of the offense, the studentOs age and grade level, the frequency of misbehavior, the
studentOs attitude, the effect of the miscondudteosdhool environment, and statutory
requirements.

Because of these factors, discipline for a particular offense, including misconduct in a district
vehicle owned or operated by the district, unless otherwise specified by law, may bring into
consideratiorvarying techniques and responses.

Students with Disabilities

The discipline of students with disabilities is subject to applicable state and federal law in
addition to the Student Code of Condu€b the extent any conflict exists, state and/or federal
law shall prevail.

In accordance with the Education Code, a studentret®ivesspecial educatioservicesnay
not be disciplined for conduct meeting the definition of bullying, harassment, or making hit lists
(see glossary) until an ARD committee meetiag been held to review the conduct.

In deciding whether to order suspension, DAEP placement, or expulsion, regardless of whether
the action is mandatory or discretionary, the district shall take into consideration a disability that
substantially impairs #hstudentOs capacity to appreciate the wrongfulness of the studentOs
conduct.

Techniques

The following discipline management techniques may be used alone, in combination, or as part
of progressive interventions for behavior prohibited by the Student &ddenduct or by
campus or classroom rules:

Verbal correction, oral or written.

Cooling-off time or Otimeut.O

Seating changes within the classroom or vehicles owned or operated by the district.
Temporary confiscation of items that disrupt the educatipraaess.

Rewards or demerits.

Behavioral contracts.

Counseling by teachers, school counselors, or administrative personnel.
Parentteacher conferences.

Grade reductions for cheating, plagiarism, and as otherwise permitted by policy.
Detention, includingutside regular school hours.

Discipline Management Techniques

¥ Assignment of school duties, such as cleaning or picking up litter.

¥ Withdrawal of privileges, such as participation in extracurricular activities, eligibility for
seeking and holding honorary offices, or membership in school-sponsored clubs and
organizations.

¥ Penalties identified in individual student organizations’ extracurricular standards of
behavior.

¥ Restriction or revocation of district transportation privileges.
¥ School-assessed and school-administered probation.

¥ Corporal punishment, unless the student’s parent or guardian has provided a signed
statement prohibiting its use.

¥ Out-of-school suspension, as specified in the Out-of-School Suspension section of this
Code.

¥ Placement in a DAEP, as specified in the DAEP section of this Code.

¥ Placement and/or expulsion in an alternative educational setting, as specified in the
Placement and/or Expulsion for Certain Offenses section of this Code.

¥ Expulsion, as specified in the Expulsion section of this Code.

¥ Referral to an outside agency or legal authority for criminal prosecution in addition to
disciplinary measures imposed by the district.

¥ Other strategies and consequences as determined by school officials.

Notification

The campus behavior coordinator shall promptly notify a student’s parent by phone or in person
of any violation that may result in in-school or out-of-school suspension, placement in a DAEP,
placement in a JJAEP, or expulsion. The campus behavior coordinator shall also notify a
student’s parent if the student is taken into custody by a law enforcement officer under the
disciplinary provisions of the Education Code. A good faith effort shall be made on the day the
action was taken to provide to the student for delivery to the student’s parent written notification
of the disciplinary action. If the parent has not been reached by telephone or in person by 5:00
p.m. of the first business day after the day the disciplinary action was taken, the campus behavior
coordinator shall send written notification by U.S. Mail. If the campus behavior coordinator is
not able to provide notice to the parent, the principal or designee shall provide the notice.

Before the principal or appropriate administrator assigns a student under age 18 to detention
outside regular school hours, notice shall be given to the student’s parent to inform him or her of
the reason for the detention and permit arrangements for necessary transportation.

Appeals

Questions from parents regarding disciplinary measures should be addressed to the teacher,
campus administration, or campus behavior coordinator, as appropriate. Appeals or complaints
regarding the use of specific discipline management techniques should be addressed in
accordance with policy FNG(LOCAL). A copy of the policy may be obtained from the

Consequences shall not be deferred pending the outcome of a grievance.

Removal from the School Bus

A bus driver may refer a student to the principalOs office or the campus behavior coordinatorOs
office to maintain effective discipline on the bus. The principal or campus behavior coordinator
must employadditional discipline management techniques, as appropriate, which can include
restricting or revoking a studentOs bus riding privileges.

Since the districtOs primary responsibility in transporting students in district vehicles is to do so
as safely as msible, the operator of the vehicle must focus on driving and not have his or her
attention distracted by student misbehavior. Therefore, when appropriate disciplinary
management techniques fail to improve student behavior or when specific miscondaontsvarr
immediate removal, the principal or the campus behavior coordimatprestrict or revoke a
studentOs transportation privileges, in accordance with law.

Removal from the Regular Educational Setting

In addiion to other discipline management techniques, misconduct may result in removal from
the regular educational setting in the form of a routine referral or a formal removal.

Routine Referral

A routine referral occurs when a teacher sends a student to thashehavior coordinatorOs
office as a discipline management techniqliee campus behavior coordinator shall employ
alternative discipline management techniques, including progressive intervemititeacher or
administrator may remove a student frolass for a behavior that violates this Code to maintain
effective discipline in the classroom.

Formal Removal
A teachemay also initiate a formal removal from class if:

1. The studentf)s behavior has been documented by the teacher as repeatedly intt#rfering
the teacherOs ability to teach his or her class or with the studesge®atesO ability to
learn; or

2. The behavior is so unruly, disruptive, or abusive that the teacher cannot teach, and the
students in the classroom cannot learn.

Within three schootlays of the formal removal, the campus behavior coordinator or appropriate
administrator shall schedule a conference with the studentOs parent; the student; the teacher, in
the case of removal by a teacher; and any other administrator.

At the conferencehe campus behavior coordinator or appropriate administrator shall inform the
student of the misconduct for which he or she is charged and the conseqUédrcstident
shall have an opportunity to give his or her version of the incident.

When a studens removed from the regular classroom by a teacher and a conference is pending,
the campus behavior coordinator or other administrator may place the student in:

¥ Another appropriate classroom.
¥ In-school suspension.

¥ Outof-school suspension.

¥ DAEP.

A teacher or administratamust remove a student from class if the student engages in behavior
that under the Education Code requires or permits the student to be placed in a DAEP or
expelled. When removing for those reasons, the procedures in the sulbsegtions on DAEP

or expulsion shall be followed

Returning a Student to the Classroom

When a student has been formally removed from class by a teacher for conduct against the
teacher containing the elements of assault, aggravated assault, sexualeaggantited sexual
assault, murder, capital murder, or criminal attempt to commit murder or capital murder, the
student may not be returned to the teacherOs class without the teacherOs consent.

Removal from the Regular Educational Setting

When a student has been formally removed by a teacher fatlaryconduct, the student may
be returned to the teacherOs class without the teacherOs consent if the placement review
committee determines that the teacherOs class is the best or only alternative available.

Out-of-School Suspension

Misconduct

Students may be suspended for any behavior listed in the Code as a general conduct violation,
DAEP offense, or expellable offense.

Process

State law allows a student to be suspended for no morehitegnschool days per behavior
violation, with no limit on the number of times a student may be suspended in a semester or
school year.

Before being suspended a student shall have an informal conference with the campus behavior
coordinator or appropriate mhistrator, who shall advise the student of the conduct of which he
or she is accusedl he student shall be given the opportunity to explain his or her version of the
incident before the administratorOs decision is made.

The number of days of a studerdé@spension shall be determined by the campus behavior
coordinator, but shall not exceed three school days.

In deciding whether to order eof-school suspension, the campus behavior coordinator shall
take into consideration:

1. Seltdefense (see glossary),

2. Intent or lack of intent at the time the student engaged in the conduct,
3. The studentOs disciplinary histooy
4

. A disability that substantially impairs the studentOs capacity to appreciate the
wrongfulness of the studentOs conduct

The appropriate administior shall determine any restrictions on participation in sehool
sponsored or schootlated extracurricular and cocurricular activities.

Disciplinary Alternative Education Program (DAEP)
Placement

The DAEP shall berovided in a setting other than the studentOs regular classkoom.
elementary school student may not be placed in a DAEP with a student who is not an elementary
school student.

For purposes of DAEP, elementary classification shall be kinder@greate5 and secondary
classification shall be gradeB.

A student who is expelled for an offense that otherwise would have resulted in a DAEP
placement does not have to be placed in a DAEP in addition to the expulsion.

In deciding whether to place a studantiDAEP, regardless of whether the action is mandatory
or discretionary, the campus behavior coordinator shall take into consideration:

1. Seltdefense (see glossary),

2. Intent or lack of intent at the time the student engaged in the conduct,
3. The studentOs diplinary history or

Discretionary Placement: Misconduct That May Result in DAEP
Placement

A studentmay be placed in a DAEP for behavs prohibited in the General Conduct Violations
section of this Code.

Misconduct Identified in State Law

In accordance with state law, a studeraty be placed in a DAEP for any one of the following
offenses:

* Involvement in a public school fraternity, satg, or secret society, including
participating as a member or pledge, or soliciting another person to become a pledge or
member of a public school fraternity, sorority, secret society, or g&ep glossary.)

* Involvement in criminal street gang activit(See glossary.)

* Any criminal mischief, including a felony.

* Assault (no bodily injury) with threat of imminent bodily injury.
* Assault by offensive or provocative physical contact.

In accordance with state law, a studesaty be placed in a DAEP if theiperintendent or the
superintendentOs designee has reasonable belief (see glossary) that the student has engaged in
conduct punishable as a felony, other than aggravated robbery or those listed as offenses
involving injury to a person in Title 5 (see glasp) of the Texas Penal Code, that occurs off

school property and not at a schepbnsored or schootlated event, if the studentOs presence

in the regular classroom threatens the safety of other students or teachers or will be detrimental
to the educatinal process.
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Disciplinary Alternative Education Program (DAEP) Placement

The campus behavior coordinataay, but is not required to, place a student in a DAEP for off
campus conduct for which DAEP placement is required by state law if the administrator does not
have knowledge of the conduct before the first agnsiary of the date the conduct occurred.

Mandatory Placement: Misconduct That Requires DAEP Placement
A studentmust be placed in a DAEP if the student:

¥ Engages in conduct relating to a false alarm or report (including a bomb threat) or a
terroristic threainvolving a public school. (See glossary.)

¥ Commits the following offenses on school property or within 300 feet of school property
as measured from any point on the schoolOs real property boundary line, or while
attending a schoa@ponsored or schootlated activity on or off school property:

o Engages in conduct punishable as a felony.
o Commits an assault (see glossary) under Texas Penal Code 22.01(a)(1).

o Sells, gives, or delivers to another person, or possesses, uses, or is under the
influence ofmarijuana, a controlled substance, or a dangerous drug in an amount
not constituting a felony offense. A student with a valid prescription for low
THC cannabis as authorized by Chapter 487 of the Health and Safety Code does
not violate this provision. (hootrelated felony drug offenses are addressed in
the Expulsion section.) (See glossary for Ounder the influence.O)

o Sells, gives, or delivers to another person an alcoholic beverage; commits a
serious act or offense while under the influence of alcarg@pssesses, uses, or
is under the influence of alcohol, if the conduct is not punishable as a felony
offense. (Schoelelated felony alcohol offenses are addressed in the Expulsion
section.)

o Behaves in a manner that contains the elements of an oftdaseg to abusable
volatile chemicals.

o Behaves in a manner that contains the elements of the offense of public lewdness
or indecent exposure.

¥ Engages in expellable conduct and is between six and nine years of age.
¥ Commits a federal firearms violation aisdyounger than six years of age.

¥ Engages in conduct that contains the elements of the offense of retaliation against any
school employee or volunteer on or off school propef@ommitting retaliation in
combination with another expellable offense idradsed in the Expulsion section of this
Code.)

¥ Engages in conduct punishable as aggravated robbery or a felony listed under Title 5 (see
glossary) of the Texas Penal Code when the conduct occurs off school property and not at
a schoolsponsored or schootlated event and:

1. The student receives deferred prosecution (see glossary),

2. A court or jury finds that the student has engaged in delinquent conduct (see
glossary), or
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Disciplinary Alternative Education Program (DAEP) Placement

3. The superintendent or designee has a reasonable belief (see glossary) that the
studentengaged in the conduct.

Sexual Assault and Campus Assignments

If a student has been convicted of continuous sexual abuse of a young child or children or
convicted of or placed on deferred adjudication for sexual assault or aggravated sexual assault
againstanother student on the same campus, and if the victimOs parent or another person with the
authority to act on behalf of the victim requests that the board transfer the offending student to
another campus, the offending student shall be transferred teeacatmpus in the districtf

there is no other campus in the district serving the grade level of the offending student, the
offending student shall be transferred to a DAEP.

Emergencies

In an emergency, the principal or the principalOs designee mayherdmmediate placement of
a student in a DAEP for any reason for which placement in a DAEP may be made on a
nonemergency basis.

Process

Removals to a DAEP shall be made by the campus behavior coordinator.

Conference

When a student is removed from cléssa DAEP offense, the campus behavior coordinator or
appropriate administrator shall schedule a conference within three school days with the studentOs
parent, the student, and the teacher, in the case of a teacher removal.

At the conference, the campushiavior coordinator or appropriate administrator shall inform the
student, orally or in writing, of the reasons for the removal and shall give the student an
explanation of the basis for the removal and an opportunity to respond to the reasons for the
removal.

Following valid attempts to require attendance, the district may hold the conference and make a
placement decision regardless of whether the student or the studentOs parents attend the
conference.

Consideration of Mitigating Factors

In deciding whetheto place a student in a DAEP, regardless of whether the action is mandatory
or discretionary, the campus behavior coordinator shall take into consideration:

1. Seltdefense (see glossary),

2. Intent or lack of intent at the time the student engaged in the conduct,
3. The studentOs disciplinary histooy
4

. A disability that substantially impairs the studentOs capacity to appreciate the
wrongfulness of the studentOs conduct.
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Disciplinary Alternative Education Program (DAEP) Placement

Placement Order

After the conference, if the student is placed in the DAEP, the campus behavior coordinator shall
write a placement order copy of the DAEP placement order shall be sent to the student and
the studentOs parent.

Not later than the second business dagrdfte conference, the boardOs designee shall deliver to
the juvenile court a copy of the placement order and all information required by Section 52.04 of
the Family Code.

If the student is placed in the DAEP and the length of placement is inconsistetttevit
guidelines included in this Code, the placement order shall give notice of the inconsistency.
Coursework Notice

The parent or guardian of a student placed in DAEP shall be given written notice of the studentOs
opportunity to complete a foundation daulum course in which the student was enrolled at the

time of removal and which is required for graduation, at no cost to the studenhotice shall

include information regarding all methods available for completing the coursework.

Length of Placeme nt

The duration of a studentOs placement in a DAEP shall be determined by the campus behavior
coordinator.

The duration of a studentOs placement shall be determined orbg-case basisDAEP
placement shall be correlated to the seriousness of theseffthe studentOs age and grade level,
the frequency of misconduct, the studentOs attitude, and statutory requirements.

The maximum period of DAEP placement shall be one calendareyespt as provided below.

The district shall administer the requiredpand postassessments for students assigned to
DAEP for a period of 90 days or longer in accordance with established district administrative
procedures for administering other diagnostic or benchmark assessments.

Exceeds One Year

Placement in a DAEP maxceed one year when a review by the district determinethéhat
student is a threat to the safety of other students or to district employees

The statutory limitations on the length of a DAEP placement do not apply to a placement
resulting from the badOs decision to place a student who engaged in the sexual assault of
another student so that the students are not assigned to the same campus.

Exceeds School Year

Students who commit offenses requiring placement in a DAEP at the end of one school year may
be required to continue that placement at the start of the next school year to complete the
assigned term of placement.

For placement in a DAEP to extend beyond the end of the school year, the campus behavior
coordinator or the boardOs designee mustndiethat:
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Disciplinary Alternative Education Program (DAEP) Placement

1. The studentOs presence in the regular classroom or campus presents a danger of physical
harm to the student or others, or

2. The student has engaged in serious or persistent misbehavior (see glossary) that violates
the districtOs Code.

Exceeds 60 D ays

For placement in a DAEP to extend beyond 60 days or the end of the next grading period,
whichever is sooner, a studentOs parent shall be given notice and the opportunity to participate in
a proceeding before the board or the boardOs designee.

Appeals

Questions from parents regarding disciplinary measures should be addoettsecampus
administration.

Student or parent appeals regarding a studentOs placement in a DAEP should be addressed in
accordance with FNG(LOCAL). A copy of this policy may beéaied from the principalOs

office, the campus behavior coordinatorOs office, the central administration office, or through
Policy On Line at the following addressittp://www.gladewaterisd.com

Appeals shall begiat Level | with the campus principal.

Disciplinary consequences shall not be deferred pending the outcome of an appeal. The decision
to place a student in a DAEP cannot be appealed beyond the board.

Restrictions During Placement

State law prohibits awtient placed in a DAEP for reasons specified in state law from attending
or participating in schoedponsored or schootlated extracurricular activities.

A student placed in a DAEP shall not be provided transportation unless he or she is a student
with adisability who has transportation designated as a related service in the studentOs IEP.

For seniors who are eligible to graduate and are assigned to a DAEP at the time of graduation,
the last day of placement in the program shall be the last instruaii@ayehnd the student shall

be allowed to participate in the graduation ceremony and related graduation activities unless
otherwise specified in the DAEP placement order.

Placement Review

A student placed in a DAEP shall be provided a review of his atatrs, including academic

status, by the campus behavior coordinator or the boardOs designee at intervals not to exceed 120
days. In the case of a high school student, the studentOs progress toward graduation and the
studentOs graduation plan shall hisoeviewed.At the review, the student or the studentOs

parent shall be given the opportunity to present arguments for the studentOs return to the regular
classroom or campud-he student may not be returned to the classroom of a teacher who

removed thestudent without that teacherOs consent.
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Additional Misconduct

If during the term of placement in a DAEP the student engages in additional misconduct for
which placement in a DAEP or expulsion is required or permitted, additional proceedings may
be conduad, and the campus behavior coordinator may enter an additional disciplinary order as
a result of those proceedings.

Notice of Criminal Proceedings

The office of the prosecuting attorney shall notify the distvivéthera student was placed in a
DAEP forcertain offenses including any felony, unlawful restraint, indecent exposure, assault,
deadly conduct, terroristic threats, organized crime, certain drug offenses, or possession of a
weapon, and:

1. Prosecution of a studentOs case was refused for lack efyimgal merit or insufficient
evidence and no formal proceedings, deferred adjudication (see glossary), or deferred
prosecution will be initiated; or

2. The court or jury found a student not guilty, or made a finding that the student did not
engage in deliquent conduct or conduct indicating a need for supervision, and the case
was dismissed with prejudice.

If a student was placed in a DAEP for such conduct, on receiving the notice from the prosecutor,
the superintendent or designee shall review the stisplai€@ment and schedule a review with

the studentOs parent not later than the third day after the superintendent or designee receives
notice from the prosecutoilhe student may not be returned to the regular classroom pending

the review.

After reviewingthe notice and receiving information from the studentOs parent, the

superintendent or designee may continue the studentOs placement if there is reason to believe tha
the presence of the student in the regular classroom threatens the safety of other gtude

teachers.

The student or the studentOs parent may appeal the superintendentOs decision toThe board.
student may not be returned to the regular classroom pending the dpgbalcase of an

appeal, the board shall, at the next scheduledingeeéview the notice from the prosecutor and
receive information from the student, the studentOs parent, and the superintendent or designee,
and confirm or reverse the decision of the superintendent or designedoard shall make a

record of the prosedings.

If the board confirms the decision of the superintendent or designee, the student and the studentOs
parent may appeal to the Commissioner of Educafidre student may not be returned to the
regular classroom pending the appeal.

Withdrawal During Process

When a student violates the districtOs Code in a way that requires or permits the student to be
placed in a DAEP and the student withdraws from the district before a placement order is
completed, the campus behavior coordinator may completedbeqatings and issue a

placement orderlf the student then frenrolls in the district during the same or a subsequent
school year, the district may enforce the order at that time, less any period of the placement that
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has been served by the student dugngpliment in another districtf the campus behavior
coordinator or the board fails to issue a placement order after the student withdraws, the next
district in which the student enrolls may complete the proceedings and issue a placement order.

Newly E nrolled Students

The district shall continue the DAEP placement of a student who enrolls in the district and was
assigned to a DAEP in an openrollment charter school or another district.

A newly enrolled student with a DAEP placement from a distrieniother state shall be placed
as any other newly enrolled student if the behavior committed is a reason for DAEP placement in
the receiving district.

If the student was placed in a DAEP by a school district in another state for a period that exceeds
one yar, this district, by state law, shall reduce the period of the placement so that the total
placement does not exceed one ye¥ter a review, however, the placement may be extended
beyond a year if the district determines that the student is a thteattafety of other students

or employees or the extended placement isarbtst interest of the student.

Emergency Placement Procedure

When an emergency placement occurs, the student shall be given oral notice of the reason for the
action. Not later han the tenth day after the date of the placement, the student shall be given the
appropriate conference required for assignment to a DAEP.
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Placement and/or Expulsion for Certain Off enses

This section includes two categories of offenses for which the Education Code provides unique
procedures and specific consequences.

Registered Sex Offenders

Upon receiving notification in accordance with state law that a student is currently required to
register as a sex offender, the administration must remove the student from the regular classroom
and determine appropriate placement unless the court orders JJAEP placement.

If the student is under any form of court supervision, including probation, community
supervision, or parole, the placement shall be in either DAEP or JJAEP for at least one semester.

If the student is not under any form of court supervision, the placement may be in DAEP or
JJAEP for one semester or the placement may be in a regular classroom. The placement may not
be in the regular classroom if the board or its designee determines that the student’s presence:

1. Threatens the safety of other students or teachers,
2. Will be detrimental to the educational process, or

3. Is not in the best interests of the district’s students.

Review Committee

At the end of the first semester of a student’s placement in an alternative educational setting and
before the beginning of each school year for which the student remains in an alternative
placement, the district shall convene a committee, in accordance with state law, to review the
student’s placement. The committee shall recommend whether the student should return to the
regular classroom or remain in the placement. Absent a special finding, the board or its designee
must follow the committee’s recommendation.

The placement review of a student with a disability who receives special education services must
be made by the ARD committee.
Newly Enrolled Student

If a student enrolls in the district during a mandatory placement as a registered sex offender, the
district may count any time already spent by the student in a placement or may require an
additional semester in an alternative placement without conducting a review of the placement.

Appeal

A student or the student’s parent may appeal the placement by requesting a conference between
the board or its designee, the student, and the student’s parent. The conference is limited to the
factual question of whether the student is required to register as a sex offender. Any decision of
the board or its designee under this section is final and may not be appealed.

Certain Felonies

Regardless of whether placement or expulsion is required or permitted by one of the reasons in
the DAEP Placement or Expulsion sections, in accordance with Education Code 37.0081, a

Placement and/or Expulsion for Certain Offenses

student may be expelled and placed in either DAEP or JJAEP if the board or campus behavior
coordinator makes certain findings and the following circumstances exist in relation to
aggravated robbegror a felony offense under Title 5 (see glossary) of the Texas Penal Code.
The student must:

¥ Have received deferred prosecution for conduct defined as aggravated robbery or a Title
5 felony offense;

¥ Have been found by a court or jury to have engagedlinglient conduct for conduct
defined as aggravated robbery or a Title 5 felony offense;

¥ Have been charged with engaging in conduct defined as aggravated robbery or a Title 5
felony offense;

¥ Have been referred to a juvenile court for allegedly engagidglinquent conduct for
conduct defined as aggravated robbery or a Title 5 felony offense; or

¥ Have received probation or deferred adjudication or have been arrested for, charged with,
or convicted of aggravated robbery or a Title 5 felony offense.

The distict may expel the student and order placement under these circumstances regardless of:
The date on which the studentOs conduct occurred,

The location at which the conduct occurred,

Whether the conduct occurred while the student was enrolled in the daatrict

Whether the student has successfully completed any court disposition requirements
imposed in connection with the conduct.
Hearing and Required Findings

The student must first have a hearing before the board or its designee, who must determine that
in addition to the circumstances above that allow for the expulsion, the studentOs presence in the
regular classroom:

1. Threatens the safety of other students or teachers,
2. Will be detrimental to the educational process, or
3. Is not in the best interest of the wistOs students.
Any decision of the board or the boardOs designee under this section is final and may not be
appealed.
Length of Placement
The student is subject to the placement until:
1. The student graduates from high school,
2. The charges are dismissedreduced to a misdemeanor offense, or
3. The student completes the term of the placement or is assigned to another program.
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Newly Enrolled Students

A student who enrolls in the district before completing a placement under this section from
another schodlistrict must complete the term of the placement.

influence of marijuana, a controlled substance, or a dangerous drug, if the conduct is not
punishable as a felony. A student with a valid prescription fofTlBMZ cannabis as
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authorized by Chapter 487 of the Health and Safety Code does not violate this provision
(See glossary for Ounder the influence.O)

¥ Selling, giving, or delivering to another person, or possessing, using, or being under the
influence of alcohol; or committing a serious act or offense while under the influence of
alcohol, if the conduct is n@unishable as a felony.

¥ Engaging in conduct that contains the elements of an offense relating to abusable volatile
chemicals.

¥ Engaging in conduct that contains the elements of assault under Section 22.01(a)(1)
against an employee or a volunteer.

¥ Engagingn deadly conduct(See glossary.)

Within 300 Feet of School

A studentmay be expelled for engaging in the following conduct while within 300 feet of school
property, as measured from any point on the schoolOs real property boundary line:

¥ Aggravatedassault, sexual assault, or aggravated sexual assault.

¥ Arson. (See glossary.)

¥ Murder, capital murder, or criminal attempt to commit murder or capital murder.
¥

Indecency with a child, aggravated kidnapping, manslaughter, criminally negligent
homicide, or agravated robbery.

Continuous sexual abuse of a young child or children.

Felony drug or alcoholrelated offense.

¥ Carrying on or about the studentOs person a haratyillegal knifeor a club as these
terms are defined by state law. (See glossary.)

¥ Possessionf a firearm as defined by federal law(See glossary.)

Property of Another District

A studentmay be expelled for comrtiing any offense that is a stateandated expellable
offense if the offense is committed on the property of another district in Texas or while the
student is attending a schesponsored or schootlated activity of a school in another district in
Texas.

While in DAEP

A studentmay be expelled for engaging in documented serious misbehavior that violates the
districtOs Code, despite documented behavioral interventions while placed in a DAEP. For
purposes of discretionary expulsion from a DAEP, seriogb@&havior means:

1. Deliberate violent behavior that poses a direct threat to the health or safety of others;
2. Extortion, meaning the gaining of money or other property by force or threat;
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3. Conduct that constitutes coercion, as defined by Section 1.07,Gahel or
4. Conduct that constitutes the offense of:

a. Public lewdness under Section 21.07, Penal Code;

b. Indecent exposure under Section 21.08, Penal Code;

c. Criminal mischief under Section 28.03, Penal Code;
d. Personal hazing under Section 37.152; or
e

. Harassment urad Section 42.07(a)(1), Penal Code, of a student or district
employee.

Mandatory Expulsion: Misconduct That Requires Expulsion

A studentmust be expelled under federal or state law for any of the following offenses that
occur on school property or whilet@tding a schoedponsored or schootlated activity on or
off school property:

Under Federal Law

¥ Bringing to schoobr possessing at school, including any setting that is under the
districtOs control or supervision for the purpose of a school acfittyarm, as defined
by federal law. (See glossary.)

Note: Mandatory expulsion under the federal Gun Free Schools Act does not apfisearm
that is lawfully stored inside a locked vehiclej@firearms used iactivities approved and
authorizedoy thedistrict when the district hasdoped appropriate safeguards to ensure student
safety.

Under the Texas Penal Code

Continuous sexual abuse of a young child or children.

Behavior punishable asfelony that involves selling, giving, or delivering to

another person, or possessing, using, or being under the influence of marijuana, a
controlled substance, a dangerous drug, or alcohol; or committing a serious act or
offense while under the influenoé alcohol.

¥ Engaging in retaliation against a school employee or volunteer combined with one of the
abovelisted mandatory expulsion offenses.
Under Age Ten

When a student under the age of ten engages in behavior that is expellable behavior, the student
shall not be expelled, but shall be placed in a DAEP. A student under age six shall not be placed
in a DAEP unless the student commits a federal firearm offense.

Emergency
In an emergency, the principal or the principalOs designee may order the immediateresf
a student for any reason for which expulsion may be made on a nonemergency basis.

Process

If a student is believed to have committed an expellable offense, the campus behavior
coordinator or other appropriate administrator shall schedule ageethin a reasonable time.
The studentOs parent shall be invited in writing to attend the hearing.

Until a hearing can be held, the campus behavior coordinator or other administrator may place
the student in:

¥ Another appropriate classroom.
¥ In-school sugension.

¥ Outof-school suspension.

¥ DAEP.
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Hearing

A student facing expulsion shall be given a hearing with appropriate due process. The student is
entitled to:

1. Representation by the student’s parent or another adult who can provide guidance to the
student and who is not an employee of the district,

2. An opportunity to testify and to present evidence and witnesses in the student’s defense,
and

3. An opportunity to question the witnesses called by the district at the hearing.

After providing notice to the student and parent of the hearing, the district may hold the hearing
regardless of whether the student or the student’s parent attends.

The board of trustees delegates to the Superintendent authority to conduct hearings and expel
students. The Superintendent may designate a district administrator to conduct hearings and
expel students.

Board Review of Expulsion

After the due process hearing, the expelled student may request that the board review the
expulsion decisions. The student or parent must submit a written request to the superintendent
within seven days after receipt of the written decision. The superintendent must provide the
student or parent written notice of the date, time, and place of the meeting at which the board
will review the decision.

The board shall review the record of the expulsion hearing in a closed meeting unless the parent
requests in writing that the matter be held in an open meeting. The board may also hear a
statement from the student or parent and from the board’s designee.

The board shall hear statements made by the parties at the review and shall base its decision on
evidence reflected in the record and any statements made by the parties at the review. The board
shall make and communicate its decision orally at the conclusion of the presentation.
Consequences shall not be deferred pending the outcome of the hearing.

Expulsion Order

Before ordering the expulsion, the board or campus behavior coordinator shall take into
consideration:

1. Self-defense (see glossary),

2. Intent or lack of intent at the time the student engaged in the conduct,
3. The student’s disciplinary history, or
4

A disability that substantially impairs the student’s capacity to appreciate the
wrongfulness of the student’s conduct.

If the student is expelled, the board or its designee shall deliver to the student and the student’s
parent a copy of the order expelling the student.

Expulsion

Not later than the second business day after the hearingoénd or its designeshall deliver to
thejuvenile court a copy of the expulsion order and the information required by Section 52.04 of
the Family Code.

If the length of the expulsion is inconsistent with the guidelines included in the Student Code of
Conduct, the expulsion order shall give netaf the inconsistency.

Length of Expulsion

The length of an expulsion shall be correlated to the seriousness of the offense, the studentOs age
and grade level, the frequency of misbehavior, the studentOs attitude, and statutory requirements.

The duratiorof a studentOs expulsion shall be determined on 4gasse basisThe
maximum period of expulsion is one calendar yeacept as provided below.

An expulsion may not exceed one year unless, after review, the district determines that:
1. The student is threat to the safety of other students or to district employees, or
2. Extended expulsion is in the best interest of the student.

State and federal law require a student to be expelled from the regular classroom for a period of
at least one calendar year fisinging a firearm, as defined by federal law, to schétdwever,
the superintendent may modify the length of the expulsion on ebgassse basis.

Students who commit offenses that require expulsion at the end of one school year may be
expelled intahe next school year to complete the term of expulsion.

Withdrawal During Process

When a student has violated the districtOs Code in a way that requires or permits expulsion from
the district and the student withdraws from the district before the exphisaing takes place,
the district may conduct the hearing after sending written notice to the parent and student.

If the student then renrolls in the district during the same or subsequent school year, the district
may enforce the expulsion order attthime, less any expulsion period that has been served by
the student during enroliment in another district.

If the campus behavior coordinator or the board fails to issue an expulsion order after the student
withdraws, the next district in which the stmtlenrolls may complete the proceedings.

Additional Misconduct

If during the expulsion, the student engages in additional conduct for which placement in a
DAEP or expulsion is required or permitted, additional proceedings may be conducted, and the
campus bBhavior coordinator or the board may issue an additional disciplinary order as a result
of those proceedings.

Restrictions During Expulsion

Expelled students are prohibited from being on school grounds or attending Sotwosbdred or
schoolrelated activies during the period of expulsion.
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No district academic credit shall be earned for work missed during the period of expulsion unless
the student is enrolled in a JJAEP or another disapptroved program.

Newly Enrolled Students

The district shall contiue the expulsion of any newly enrolled student expelled from another
district or an opeenroliment charter school until the perioidthe expulsion is completed.

If a student expelled in another state enrolls in the district, the district may congnue th
expulsion under the terms of the expulsion order, may place the student in a DAEP for the period
specified in the order, or may allow the student to attend regular classes if:

1. The outof-state district provides the district with a copy of the expulsiderp and

2. The offense resulting in the expulsion is also an expellable offense in the district in which
the student is enrolling.

If a student is expelled by a district in another state for a period that exceeds one year and the
district continues the exfsion or places the student in a DAEP, the district shall reduce the
period of the expulsion or DAEP placement so that the entire period does not exceed one year,
unless after a review it is determined that:

1. The student is a threat to the safety of othadents or district employees, or
2. Extended placement is in the best interest of the student.

Emergency Expulsion Procedures

When an emergency expulsion occurs, the student shall be given verbal notice of the reason for
the action.Within ten days after #hdate of the emergency expulsion, the student shall be given
appropriate due process required for a student facing expulsion.

DAEP Placement of Expelled Students

The district may provide educational services to any expelled student in a DAEP; however,
edwational services in the DAEP must be provided if the student is less than ten years of age.
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Abuse is improper or excessive use.

Aggravated robbery is defined in part by Texas Penal Code 29.03(a) as when a person commits

robbery and:

1. Causes serious bodily injury to another;

2. Uses or exhibits a deadly weapon; or

3. Causes bodily injury to another person or threatens or places another person in fear of
imminent bodily injury or death, if the other person is:

a. 65 years of age or older, or
b. A disabled person.

Armor-piercing ammunition is handgun ammunition used in pistols and revolvers and
designed primarily for the purpose of penetrating metal or body armor.

Arson is:

1. A crime that involves starting a fire or causing an explosion with intent to destroy or

damage:

a. Any vegetation, fence, or structure on open-space land; or

b. Any building, habitation, or vehicle:

Knowing that it is within the limits of an incorporated city or town,

When the person starting the fire is reckless about whether the burning or
explosion will endanger the life of some individual or the safety of the
property of another.

2. A crime that involves recklessly starting a fire or causing an explosion while
manufacturing or attempting to manufacture a controlled substance and the fire or
explosion damages any building, habitation, or vehicle; or

3. A crime that involves intentionally starting a fire or causing an explosion and in so doing:

a. Recklessly damages or destroys a building belonging to another, or

b. Recklessly causes another person to suffer bodily injury or death.

Assault is defined in part by Texas Penal Code §22.01(a)(1) as intentionally, knowingly, or
recklessly causing bodily injury to another; §22.01(a)(2) as intentionally or knowingly
threatening another with imminent bodily injury; and §22.01(a)(3) as intentionally or knowingly
causing physical contact with another that can reasonably be regarded as offensive or

provocative.
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Bullying is when a student or group of students engages in written or verbal expressio
expression through electronic means, or physical conduct that occurs on school property, at a
schoolsponsored or schootlated activity, or in a vehicle operated by the district and a school
districtOs board of trustees or the boardOs designeeniedhai the behavior:

1. Has the effect or will have the effect of physically harming a student, damaging a _
studentOs property, or placing a student in reasonable fear of harm to the studentOs person
or of damage to the studentOs property; or

2. Is sufficientlysevere, persistent, and pervasive enough that the action or threat creates an
intimidating, threatening, or abusive educational environment for a student.

This conduct is considered bullying if it:

1. Exploits an imbalance of power between the student patpetvho is engaging in
bullying and the student victim through written or verbal expression or physical conduct;
and

2. Interferes with a studentOs education or substantially disrupts the operation of a school.

Chemical dispensing devicés a device desigad, made, or adapted for the purpose of causing
an adverse psychological or physiological effect on a human baisgall chemical dispenser
sold commercially for personal protection is not in this category.

Club is an instrument specially designed, made, or adapted for the purpose of inflicting serious
bodily injury or death.A blackjack, mace, and tomahawk are in the same category.

Criminal street gangis three or more persons having a common identifying siggrabol or
an identifiable leadership who continuously or regularly associate in the commission of criminal
activities.

Cyberbullying is the use of any electronic communication device to engage in bullying or
intimidation.

Dating violenceoccurs when a pgon in a current or past dating relationship uses physical,
sexual, verbal, or emotional abuse to harm, threaten, intimidate, or control another person in the
relationship. Dating violence also occurs when a person commits these acts against a pagrson in
marriage or dating relationship with the individual who is or was once in a marriage or dating
relationship with the person committing the offense, as defined by Section 71.0021 of the Family
Code.

Deadly conductoccurs when a person recklessly engagesnduct that places another in
imminent danger of serious bodily injury, such as knowingly discharging a firearm in the
direction of an individual, habitation, building, or vehicle.

Deferred adjudication is an alternative to seeking a conviction in colbiet may be offered to a
juvenile for delinquent conduct or conduct indicating a need for supervision.

Deferred prosecutionmay be offered to a juvenile as an alternative to seeking a conviction in
court for delinquent conduct or conduct indicating a feegupervision.

Delinquent conductis conduct that violates either state or federal law and is punishable by
imprisonment or confinement in jailt includes conduct that violates certain juvenile court
orders, including probation orders, but does noliide violations of traffic laws.
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Discretionary means that something is left to or regulated by a local decision maker.

E-cigarette means an electronic cigarette or any other device that simulates smoking by using a
mechanical heating element, batteryel@ctronic circuit to deliver nicotine or other substances

to the individual inhaling from the devic&he term includes any device that is manufactured,
distributed, or sold as anaggarette, ecigar, or epipe or under another product name or

descripton and a component, part, or accessory for the device, regardless of whether the
component, part, or accessory is sold separately from the device.

Explosive weaponis any explosive or incendiary bomb, grenade, rocket, or mine and its

delivery mechanism #t is designed, made, or adapted for the purpose of inflicting serious

bodily injury, death, or substantial property damage, or for the principal purpose of causing such
a loud report as to cause undue public alarm or terror.

Falsealarm or report occurs vihen a person knowingly initiates, communicates, or circulates a
report of a present, past, or future bombing, fire, offense, or other emergency that he or she
knows is false or baseless and that would ordinarily:

1. Cause action by an official or volunteeragy organized to deal with emergencies;

2. Place a person in fear of imminent serious bodily injury; or

3. Prevent or interrupt the occupation of a building, room, or place of assembly.
Firearm is defined by federal law (18 U.S.C. @ 921(a)) as:

1. Any weapon (intuding a starter gun) that will, is designed to, or may readily be
converted to expel a projectile by the action of an explosive;

2. The frame or receiver of any such weapon;
3. Any firearm muffler or firearm weapon; or

4. Any destructive device, such as axplosive, incendiary or poison gas bomb, or
grenade.

Such term does not include an antique firearm.
Firearm silencer means any device designed, made, or adapted to muffle the report of a firearm.

Hit list is a list of people targeted to be harmed, using a firearm, a knife, or any other object to be
used with intent to cause bodily harm.

Mandatory means that something is obligatory or required because of an authority.

Paraphernalia are deviceshat can be used for inhaling, ingesting, injecting, or otherwise
introducing a controlled substance into a human body.

Possessiomeans to have an item on oneOs person or in oneOs personal property, maluding
not limited tq clothing, purse, or baplack; a private vehicle used for transportation to or from
school or schoetelated activities, includingut not limited to an automobile, truck,

motorcycle, or bicycle; telecommunications or electronic devices; or any other school property
used by thetudent, includingbut not limited toa locker or desk.

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Public school fraternity, sorority, secret society, or gang means an organization composed
wholly or in part of students that seeks to perpetuate itself by taking additional members from the
students enrolled in school based on a decision of its membership rather than on the free choice
of a qualified student. Educational organizations listed in Section 37.121(d) of the Education
Code are excepted from this definition.

Reasonable belief is a determination made by the superintendent or designee using all available
information, including the information furnished under Article 15.27 of the Code of Criminal
Procedure.

Self-defense is the use of force against another to the degree a person reasonably believes the
force is immediately necessary to protect himself or herself.

Serious misbehavior means:
1. Deliberate violent behavior that poses a direct threat to the health or safety of others;
2. Extortion, meaning the gaining of money or other property by force or threat;
3. Conduct that constitutes coercion, as defined by Section 1.07, Penal Code; or
4. Conduct that constitutes the offense of:

Terroristic threat is a threat of violence to any person or property with intent to:
